WHAT'S NEW? LOTS NEW!

One of the problems of giving our
collector friends a little information
about what's coming up is that then
they're not really satisfied until
they have all the information —which
is usually a little difficult since, at
an advanced date, we usually don't
have all of the details ourselves. So
at the risk of not yet being able to
tell all, we'll go right ahead and tell
a little.

There are a great many items in
work, and soon to be in work, that
will fill some holes and gaps in what
has generally been available to the
collector. First of these is a com-
plete serial from the golden years of
the silent serials, made by the top
serial production company in the
field at the time, We hope to have
this available starting in the early
fall, with consecutive chapters be-
ing released during consecutive
months, This will then be followed
by another serial from the same
company which will be issued in
featurized (as in the case of EX-
CERPTS FROM “THE LURE OF
THE CIRCUS” with Eddie Polo,
which we did several years ago) or
in abridged chapter form. This one
features one of the most popular
male serial stars of the era, and one
hardly represented at all by mate-
rial available today.

Coming up too are two films with
the popular stunt king of the 1920's,
Richard Talmadge. Talmadge films
have been almost non-existent in
recent years and we have been for-
tunate in being able to secure 35mm.
pre-print material on these produc-
tions in Europe. Some time will be
required to ready these for distri-
bution, but we're hoping to have at
least one ready by winter.

We're also getting nearer to hav-
ing the complete feature version of
THE EAGLE with Rudolph Valen-
tino and Vilma Banky ready for re-
lease. We hope to announce it with-
in the next sixty to ninety days.
The same applies to the complete
Barrymore version of DR, JEKYLL
AND MR. HYDE and of Will Rogers’
THE HEADLESS HORSEMAN.

simple at all. No one knows how
many silent film productions sur-
vive—either in negative or posi-
tive form —but it's eertainly a small
percentage of the tens of thousands
that were produced from the movies'
beginnings until the close of the si-
lent era. Just last week I had a vivid
illustration of how much of this loss
comes about,

In our vault, whiech is air condi
tioned and sprinkled, we keep a
limited number of nitrate prints and
negatives. Twice each year, we
check through each can of film to
spot signs of decomposition, and to
discard anything that has gone be-
yond the stage where it could again
be used. Our semi-annual check was
completed, and several reels that
were decomposing were brought to
my attention. Three of these were
35mm. prints which were emitting
a rusty-colored dust and a biting,
sour odor, indicating that probably
the only action yet to be taken was
to burn them. And this was the only
thing left to do. The other was an
original 35mm. sound track nega-
tive of a very early talking film,
made in 1929 (which, fortunately,
had been fully protected with safe-
ty prints and fine grain master posi-
tives) on which there was indica-
tion of liquid decompesition. Check-
ing this on the rewind revealed that
in a six months' period, the emul-
sion had completely dissolved away
—the sound track had vanished ex-
cept in a few intermittent spots.

Now my purpose in menticning
this is not so that all of us can shed
a tear or two for this produetion—
for it still exists. But for thousands
of others, this same thing has hap-
pened, and continues to happen to-
day, where no protection material
has been made while the negative
was still usable—and in most of
these instances these productions
are lost for all time to come. Which
means that collectors having worth-
while 35mm. nitrate film should
do everything they possibly can to
be sure, if it is legally possible to
do so, to get it converted to safety
film so that it can be preserved for
future generations. Blackhawk Films
is here to help. And what we cannot
ourselves convert, because of copy-
right, we can possibly take steps to
get it done by one of the recognized
archives or museums where copy-
right clearance could be worked out
with the owner of the copyright.
So, always let us know of things vou
hear about in 35mm. nitrate film—
only a few more vears and most all
of this will be gone!

There is no question but what “The Phantom of the Opera"™ is one of the
most sought atter tilms from the silent era in-so-far as the collector is
concerned, Over the years it has been the one about which we have had
most inquiries.

Finally we have not only found 35mm. pre-print material, but worked
out arrangements to have access to it for preparing our edition.

Our version, as it is initially made available, will
be black and white only, without the color sequence of the ball at the
Opera. We are hopeful that, before long, we'll have this color sequence,
too, and if we are successful, will make it available to those who have pur-
chased our release earlier at 2 modest additional charge.

The originial version of “The Phantom™ has never been equalled in sub-

sequent remakes; all seem to lack the same power and scope brought to
the role by Lon Chaney and director Rupert Julian, It continues to gen-
erate the same excitement today as it did nearly a half-century ago and
remains one of the top classics of the silent era.

As for the story —strange things have been happening at the Paris Opera
—you'd almost think the place was haunted. In this day and age, that’s
impossible —or is it? For far beneath the reach of daylight lives a misshap
ened creature whose genius strikes terror into the hearts of all who meet
him, including the one he loves. He casts his spell over the opera, upon
Chrrshne (Mary Philbin) and upon every audience which has ever seen the
film.
