Austrio annexed and France and Poland vic-
tims of the blitzkrieg.

Long thought last, this recently rediscovered clas-
sic is W.C. Fields' first and mest famous silent feature
film.

Made when Fields was starring on the stage in the
Ziegfeld Follies, it was Producer-Director D.W. Grif-
fith's only full-fledged comedy. The romantic hero is
played by Alfred Lunt, then a young Broadway juve-
nile, and the part of Sally, the orphan circus girl, is
ployed by Carol Dempster, one of Griffith's favorite
leading ladies.

Fields has the role of Eustace McGargle, a car-
nival barker who has adopted Sallygand he has ample
opportunity to show oif his skills in juggling and in con-
ning the carnival customers. In fact, it is in this film
that we see brought into focus on the screen the basic
character that Fields has been developing throughout
his voudeville and stage careers — that of a lovable but
anti-social charlatan who enjoys an occasional nip or
two and is on record as being none too fond of children
or dogs.

Much of the filming of SALLY was done on locafion
in Connecticut, and the picture is climaxed by one of
those wild automobile race-to-the-rescue chases which
were to become traditional in later Fields films.

Griffith produced the film under contract with Por~
amount, but released it through United Artists.

NEWSREEL
BATTLE OF BRITAIN

From Hitler's invasion of Poland on September 1,
1939 until o declaration of war on Germany and ltaly,
December 11, 1941, America stood on the sidelines of
World War 11. Those were years of triumph and power
for Nazi Germany. Goebbeis. Hitler's chief propagan-
dist, saturated the German populace with slick films
concerning the Reich's blitzkrieg victories. This dia-
bolical advertising campaign made the war a myth
and Hitler a god.

Many Americans felt that media brainwashing
would be decidedly un-American. Naturally, our free
and individualists film industry was attentive to any
new frends in mass consciousness that might mean
profit, but early in the war there was some uncertainty
as to who the heavy was. The war gradually revealed
itself to be black and white despite our noninvolve-
ment.

The new Fox Movietone News compilation feo-
tured on the front cover, BATTLE OF BRITAIN, ex-
emplifles this phase in the 1940 cinemind of America.
We weren't committed in much more than an emo-
tional sense to the Allied cause, For example, June 14,
1940 the Germans entered Paris and on June 15 the U.5.
officialy refused the French pleas for help.

August 8, 1940 the air ra:1 sirens began to scream
in England and Fox Movietone, always a leader, was
the newsreel company that was there in the thick of it.
Their tone was shock, dismay and onger. Hitler now
was perceived as a monster and isolationism a poison.
Churchill, a man as able as Hitler to stir a crowd, mag-
netized with his eloquence. In an instant the war be-
came a harsh reality. Harsher still because now we
knew the good guys were losing. America was gearing
up.

No matter what the perspective, it tokes little de-
tachment to aoppreciate and be moved by what hap-
pened In the Battle of Britain. Just two months before,
the British Expeditionary Force had been evacuated
from Dunkirk. They left behind equipment in order to
save men. In August of 1940 there wasn't encugh hord-
ware in all of Britain to equip one modern division. The
Nazis had 100 fully equipped divisions and 10:1 air su-
periority over the British iust 21 miles across the Chan-
nel. The Britons response was a forfress mentality
where civilians, men and women alike, formed the
Home Guard and went to work preparing Britain in
every way possible for the onslaught, In the meantime,
the Royal Air Force stalled the Nazi blitz and crystal-
lized Into a legendary fighting force. In the first four
days of the Battle 182 German planes were shot down
by the RAF. The next week Goerring, Hitler's air min-
ister, shifted to the coastal cities and suffered similar
losses. After ten days and 26 maior attacks, the Ger-
mans had lost 697 planes vs. 153 RAF losses. Hitler was
pressuring Goerring in late August to comelete phase 1
of Operation Sea Lion immediately. Goerring's task
was 35 major strikes between August 24 and September
5th on industrial centers. The British persisted and in-
flicted heavy losses on the Luftwaffe. Incensed, Hitler
ordered the destruction of London. In four weeks the
Nazis dropped 50 million pounds of bombs on London,
killing 7,000 and wounding 10,000 more. Because they
had lost 900 planes in thisfour week period, they franti-
cally switched to night attacks, The Home Guard
cleared the rubble, fought the fires, manned the anti-
aircraft guns, drove the ambulances, etc. while the
RAF defended and boldly counterattacked. On Christ-
mas <Pay, 1940 Hitler unleashed all his air power on
London.ond-the RAF went to the skies that night and
fought the Luftwaffe by the light of flaming London.
The’ destruction“on a-daily basis in London and other
British cities was unbelievable, but the people held on.

For one year the British successfully,stalemated
the assembled miaht 8f fhe German milftary @iochine.
The Nozis killed more than 40,000 Britons and wounded
over 50,000 more, but this island, the one obstacle to
Hitler's total domination of Europe endured tena-
clously.

On the occasion of this film release coinciding with
Thanksgiving, 1978, |, for one, am deeply grateful fo
those courageous Britons who won for the world one
year of precious time. THE BATTLE OF BRIT HL
