To millions of television viewers, Kirby Grant
wos synonymous with Sky King, one of TV's first
superstars, but he hod a substantial movie career
prior to this popular series. In the 30s and 40s Kirby
appeared in innumerable “"B' Westerns with such
stars os John Wayne, George O'Brien. Johnny
Mock Brown ond ‘‘'maony, many fine people who
are no longer here with us." He colls the late ond
great Johnny Mack Brown '‘one of the finest men |
hove ever known,'' ond odds: | have o very
polgnant story to tell about Johnny Mack Brown. |
was headlining the Ohio State Fair with Gleria
(Winters) and John was there with the carnivol. |
went to see him and Johnny hod gained o fremen-
dous amount of weight and just wasn'l too hoppy
with what he was doing. He was twirling his guns
and reiminiscing aboul the films he hod done. We
sat ond falked for quite o while ond when | left he
sald, "'Hey, don't tell anyone you saw me here." It
mode me feel bod. He wos o true gentieman.''

Kirby wos under contract to Universal at the
same time as Brown. Universal was grooming him
and his excellen! singing voice for musicol roles
with Deanna Durbin when Brown and Rod Co-
meron left the studio. Universal decided, partially
on the basis of his prior Western experience, to put
him in Westerns. Becouse Grant had lust refurned
from the service and couldn't afford o suspension,
he ogreed to be o Universal cowboy with Fuzzy
Knight os his sidekick. He explains, "My ogent
wanted his 10% and, as they say, that's the way the
cookie crumbles, Westerns . . . | auess they figured
anyone born and raised in Heleno, Montana would
know one end of the hor'se from the other."'

In retrospect he's somewhat displeosed with
the effect that Westerns hod on his coreer. ""You
get type-cast in Westerns, It's hard to get awoy
from, vou're really stuck in tho! imoge. Any star
who gets out of Westerns, like John Wayne, is
rarely os successful oway from them''. He con-
tinued to do various Weastern type work, such as
SNOW DOG,. o Roval Conadian Mounted Police
saga with Milburn Stone, later of Gunsmoke. He
says of Stone, loughingly, "What we didn't break
up we sure had fun with in those yvears.”

Occasionally though, Universal would give
him a chance to play another type of role. He ap-
peored in two Abbott ond Costello films, IN SO-
CIETY, ond SHE'LL BE COMING AROUND THE
MOUNTAIN in these yvears. He glows os he recalis,
“Lou never met o siranger. There were always
laughs on the set, lots of practical jokes. They were
at the top then (during IN SOCIETY) and made a
fortune for Universal ot that time."

In 1955 he tested for the par! of Schyller King
with Barboro Whiting, Maggle Whiting's sister.
