Mark Sandrich:
Director

By John Wilch

In 1933 Producer Lou Brock consulted with
Mark Sandrich about a production number
which was stalled on the set of FLYING
DOWN TO RIO. Sandrich's ability to work in
collaboration and his innate grasp of musical
and comedy genres made him a natural
choice to direct the second Fred Astaire and
Ginger Rogers vechicle, THE GAY DIVOR-
CEE, a 1934 RKO radio release.

His directorial assignment to this promising
series was the culmination of an eleven year
progression.

In 1923, at age 22, Mark Sandrich left his
coursework as a scholarship whiz studying
physics at Columbia University and travelled
from his parent's Trenton, N.J. home to the
coast to visit his cousin, Carmel Myers, who
was starring for Carl Laemmle at Universal.

One of the many sets he visited was the
Stern Brothers/Century Comedies Baby
Peggy set. That day the crew was having pro-
blems with an electrical prop integral to a
physical gag. Sandrich made a suggestion
which was tried and worked. When asked if
he wanted a job assisting the property man,
he replied with an enthusiastic yes.

He had served stints as a prop man, gag
writer, assistant cameraman and assistant di-
rector by the time he directed Lupino Lane
comedy shorts for Educational and Fox in
1927. Other directors he wos privileged to
work with on this series were Charles Lamont,
MNorman Taurog and William Goodrich (alias
Fatty Arbuckle).

In 1928 Sandrich directed his first feature,
RUNAWAY GIRLS, a silent melodrama star-
ring Shirley Mason and produced by Harry
Cohn for Columbia.

More importantly, Sandrich was so intrigued
by talking pictures that he spent much of the
next year in New York studying the primitive
sound technologies of RCA, Fox, Warners
and DeForest. This resulted in an experimen-
tal talkie short, THERE IS A SANTA CLAUSE.

In 1930 he directed his second feature, THE
TALK OF HOLLYWOOD, for Prudence Pic-
tures. He and Nat Carr co-wrote this punfully
fitled comedy of a silent producer struggling
to get into all-talking pictures. Although nei-
ther of these features attracted much atten-
tion, Sandrich's career momentum was suffi-
cient to land him a job at RKO in 1930 direc-
ting two reel comedy shorts. For the next two
years Sandrich directed: Nat Carr as General
Ginsburg: Chic Sale as Lem Putz, the Ameri-
can outhouse builder; many of the allstar
Masquerader's Club shorts; Wheeler and
Woolsey; and the inspired vaudevillians Clark
and McCulloch.

Sandrich’s comedy evolved from the stop-
watch timed laughs of slapstick to o more ver-
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bal and cerebral situational humor. He exper-
imented with sound gags, such as ridiculously
inoppropriate sound effects. He learned to
shoot with multiple cameras, he delved into
the surreal, imaginatively directing the zany
Clark and McCulloch in gag sequences that
foreshadow the Marx Brothers.

In 1932, Sandrich signed a seven year con-
tract with RKO. The big break came one yeor
later when he directed Phil Harris in the musi-
cal comedy, SO THIS IS HARRIS? This three-
reeler was the first musical short to be given
an Academy Award. The rhyming dialogue,
playback, multiple comeras, expert integra-
tion of musical numbers with plot and striking
Art Deco sets made this short one of the most
advanced, admired and imitated films of the
early 30s.

Sandrich moved into features at RKO imme-
diately. In 1933, MELODY CRUISE, starring
Phil Harris and Charles Ruggles and co-writ-
ten by Ben Holmes and Sandrich, was praised
by New York Times reviewer Harry T. Smith
“for the wizordy of the camera™ and "'the di-
rection of MS . . . who is alert in seizing any
opportunity for cinematic stunts'* and for skill-
fully "'blending different sounds"'.

CRUISE was followed by two films that re-
ceived lukewarm crifical reception, AGGIE
APPLEBY In 1933 and HIPS, HIPS HOORAY
in 1934. The virtues of HIPS were more the
songstress Ruth Etting, Thelma/Todd as! Miss
Frisbee and music by Hafry) Ruby, thon fthe
comedy antics of RKO'’s bread and bufter,
Wheeler & Woolsey.

However, the second W&W feature Sand-
rich directed in 1934, COCKEYED CAVA-
LIERS, was a friumphant success and ronks
today as the duo’s best work.

With THE GAY DIVORCEE, also ing1934,

began the glory years. Sandrich went on to

direct four of the remaining eight Astairé and
Rogers pictures; including two of the best,

TOP HAT In 1935 and SHALL WE DANCE in
1937.

With the well-schooled and brilliant Sand-
rich at the helm, the series was characterized
by collaboration, preparation, integration
and class.

There was basically one production unit
working with him in these films. The camera-
man, David Abel, captured the sharp con-
trasts of the Big White Sefs ond created chic
romontic moods. Ben Holmes kept the dia-
logue smooth and suave. Hermes Pan master-
minded choreography. Van Nest Polglase de-
signed the elegant sefs and backgrounds.

Sandrich worked closely with the crew ot all
hours and often months before shooting was
to begin.

His style of direction was warm yet groun-
ded on methodical and thorough preparation,
While Pan and the perfectionist Astaire were
planning dance numbers, Sandrich would
work over the script and music with the writ-
ers and chart out the whole production in
linear fashion. With this color chart he would
try to achieve a balance between comedy,
music, plot and dance.

When the songs had been finished, the plot
would be reworked until the components were
melted into an integrated whole.

The team was very conscious of glamer and
strived for elegance in an un-self-consciously
intellectual way. The light escapist qualities of
these films seemed so facile, but that was re-
sult of much brainpower and sweat. They
were in new form, and revising it constantly.

Although RKO was incapable of out-lavish-
ing an MGM, the finished product exudes so-
phistication and polish because Sandrich,
Abel, Holmes, Pan, Polglase, et. al knew how
to effectively limit yet maximize the scope of
their production.

An aspect of Sandrich that confributed enor-
mously fo these productions was his inborn
musicality. He had the gift of perfect pitch
without every having studied music.

THE GAY DIVORCEE was followed by TOP
HAT in 1935, FOLLOW THE FLEET in 1936, o
Hepburn film, A WOMAN REBELS in 1936,
SHALL WE DANCE in 1937 and CAREFREE in
1938. Sandrich's contract with RKO ended in
1939.

He went to Paramount in 1939 where he
produced as well as directed. After three Jack

His career and life were short, but splendid.

Laurel & Hardy’s
Genteel Use of
Destruction

Comic usages of this kind —
remain as freshly comic as the day
they were filmed.

The man who really kreated Laurel and
Hardy (with the enthusiasfic support of Hal
Roach) was that fey and charming artist, Leo
McCarey. As kind of a resident creative con-
sultant at the Hal Roach Studios in the late
1920s, McCarey devoted much time to con-
ceiving gags for the entire sterling group of
laugh-makers ot that jolly studio in Culver
City.

“Once | come back from a trip to New

York,"" he told me, “‘where I'd been to a din-
ner party at which — for fun — a number of
us had gone around pulling each other's bow
ties, snapping them out of their knots. Just a
silly thing to do, a litile bit of fun, But when |
came back fo Los Angeles, | remembered that
as being o perfect gag of Lourel and Hardy,
so thats' how their tit-for-tat began.

The tit-for-tat gag, the one in which mutually
administered physical indignities between two
or more people is consummated at deliberate
pace became a Lourel and Hardy staple
across the years. The protracted and frenzied
extensions ‘of the tit-for-tat | call “reciprocal
destruction”', as it most certainly becomes in
some of their best comedies.

In 1927 came "'The Battle of the Century"’,
reciprocal destruction at opotheosis, surely
the best pie-throwing film in history. The
Roach studios bought an entire day's output
of the Los Angeles Pie Company — four thou-
sand pies — and the (for want of ‘a better
word) distribution of these pies constifutes
half of this lively film. The fight is precipitated
by a pieman slipping on a banana peel, as he
drops a large tray of the pastries. Believing
that Hordy placed the peel there, the pieman
pushes a pie in the offender's face. Laurel
springs to his pal's defense.

“| resent this,”" Stan told me in deseribing
the action of the film; "and pushes a pie in
the pieman's face. Hardy laughs at that and
the guy instead of hitting me back hits Hardy
with another pie. At this point, a stranger
passing by tries to stop the argument, and
gets the pie in the face, too. Gradually, one
by one, other people get into the: argument
until finally the entire street, a full block, is
pie-crazy. Everybody is pie-throwing happy!"

So successful was the reciprocal destruction
device that Laurel and Hardy used it again
four months loter in "“You're Darn Toofin' "
where they appear as itinerant — and cheer-

ily ignorant — musicians who get info public
argument. Ollie having broken Stan's clarinet
in two and thrown it on the sireet, Stan
knocks his pal’s horn after it and a truck
squashes it flat. In a rising crescendo of mu-
tual affronts, the boys assault each other's
ties, buttons, shins, handkerchiefs, stomachs
and clothing.

A man comes out of a restaurant, and Ollie
tells him what has occurred. The man kicks
Stan in the stomach; Stan kicks him in the
shins. Another man comes over and pushes
Stan who kicks him in return,

Again an entire street full of people is
caught up in the fray, reciprocally smacking
each other's shins and vengefully pulling off
each other’s pants. As in "The Battle of the
Century'', a cop enters to restore order but
Stan indignantly pulls off his pants.

The howls of laughter caused by “You're
Darn Tootin' ' in theatres across the land
made Leo McCarey realize that this gag was
an inspired comic formula. He used it as the
essential framework for what some Laurel
ond Hardy dficionados declare to be the
boys' greatest film, 'Two Tars", released late
in 1928. The heart of ""Two Tars" is contained
in the simple statement that Stan and Ollie
encounter a traffic jam on a country road.
They not only encounter it but upset it, con-
found it, finally demolish it in a cascade of
npped fenders, smashed-in radiators and in-
|urod egos.

It was hardly in the normal order of things
that a film in the same format as "'Two Tars™
should turn out just as great, but a
months later appeared ''Big Business' N
which Laurel and Hardy disport Wwith theis in-

effable foil, James Finlayson — desir WGMQT 1Cif
his home while he vengefully pulls“est °£;r m State Univer

their Model T Ford, part by part. Another
masterpiece.

As their film career contfinued, Laurel and
Hardy continued to use the reciprocal destruc-
tion device but-more and more they e
sized a tendency built into it ecay ii-
sure. In “‘Perfect Day' when Olfie acciden-
tally throws a fire jack into a neighbor's win-

".'

dow, the neighbor teturns it — in grim slow-
ness — through the windshield of Ollie's car.
Just as slowly Stan walks over to the neigh-
bor's house and heaves it through a window,
and another session of give-and-take-and-
give commences. In ""The Hoose-Gow'', in-
stead of pies, huge gobs of steaming rice are
hurled back and forth in pungent retaliation..

By 1935, the device reached its most pol-
ished form in the approriately titled *Tit For
Tat" in which the boys, as owners of an elec-
trical applicance shop, find as their doughty
opponent ancther of their fovorite foils,
Charlie Hall, who runs a delicatessen. Travel-
ling from one establishment to the other,
there are such afflictions os coftage cheese in
the face, timepieces destroyed in an electric
mixer, honey poured into @ cash register, a
derby cut in two with a meot slicer — and
similar homely insults.

Lourel and Hardy lessened the use of mu-
tual indignity as the years went by but the
device was always hailed as one of the indel-
ible and endearing hallmarks, to be remem-
bered with vast affection by their millions of
fans. This is, | think, the greatest tribute Laurel
and Hardy con be paid: that comic usages of
this kind — despite: frequent repetition and
endless viewing — remain as freshly comic as
the day they were filmed.

Born in Kansas City in 1901, Ub Iwerks
worked in a commercial art studio with Walt
Disney and Rudolph Ising. In 1926, he was
the main animator on the “Alice in Cartoon-
land’' series. In 1928 he animated the “Os-
wald the Rabbit" series with Disney at Univer-
sal. He received "‘drawn by" credit for sev-
eral early Mickey Mouse cartoons, including
PLANE CRAZY. He also animated STEAM-
BOAT WILLIE and several other Mickey

‘Mouse cartoons and is often credited as co-

developer of Mickey himself. Later Ub cre-
ated his own series, including "'Flip the Frog"',
“Willie Whopper'', Comicolor Fairytales",
and the '‘Color Rhapsody” series with
Scrappy. Eventually Ub returned to Disney
where he supervised special effects on 20,-
000 LEAGUES UNDER THE SEA, ond devel-
oped and modified‘a Xerox comera for 101
DALMATIONS. He also was a special photo-
graphic advisor on Hitchcock's THE BIRDS. In
1964 he shared on Oscar for his work on
Color Traveling Matte Composite Cinema-
tiography which was used in the making of
MARY POPPINS. Ub Iwerks died in 1971.

ents, Chaplin grew up in poverty, He came to
America as a member of the Karno Theatrical
Troupe. Mack Sennett and Mabel Normand
attended a show and soon Chaplin was under
contract to Keystone. At Keystone he learned
the film medium and slapstick. From Keystone
he went to Essanay, where he continved to
develop the Tramp character, adding pathos
to his repertoire of pantomime. Dissatisfied,
Chaplin signed a spectacular contract with
Mutual for $50,000 upon signing and
$10,000 o week: $670,000 in alll At Mutual
he made his greatest comedy shorts, at least
3 of the 12 are indisputable classics. From
Mutual, Chaplin went into a transistion phase
at First National. There his work was uneven
and his personal life difficult. In 1919, he,
Fairbanks, Pickford and Griffith founded
United Artists. In 1925 Chaplin released his
first UA picture, THE GOLD RUSH, a feature
length masterpiece, followed by CITY LIGHTS
and MODERN TIMES.

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A Blackhawk Biography

One of the greatest pioneers in motion
picture history, D.W. Griffith, directed his first
film in 1908 for Biograph. In the next five
years he directed approximately 450 films.
Griffith's use of the camera and story devices,
such as the dramatic rescue, immediately put
him into the forefront of movie making. What
didn't exist in film technique, Griffith would
often invent. In 1915, THE BIRTH OF A NA-
TION, his first great epic, was released. Politi-
cally it remains controversial. Artistically it is
a landmark. Grifith's monumental INTOLER-
ANCE followed. It's quite possibly his pre-
miere work, although it was far less profitable
than BIRTH OF A NATION. With the advent
of sound and the Depression, Griffith's moral-
ism and pre-occupation with drama became
less popular. He died in 1948 ot the age of
73, a brilliant maon, lonely and wanting to
work.

In the beginning there were many
pioneers: the Frenchmen Lumiere
and Melies plus the American Edison
were among them.

Compared to the films these men
produced, the earlier magic lantern
shows and shadow plays were undy-
namic, one dimensional and mun-
dane.

In 1895 all that changed. That
year French oudiences were aston-
ished to see a train move toward the
camera in a production by Lumiere.

After Lumiere refused to sell

Georges Melies a camera or explain

is worked, Melies set out to
create one himself.

Melies succeeded and used his
machine as a showman's tool, em-
phasizing both movement and
magic. He had grasped the fantastic
possibilities of film. His sets, effects
and techniques were remarkable

achievements then . . . and today
remain spectacular.
Eventually  Melies  produced

4,000 or so films which did not
merely record events . . . they told
stories.

In America the Edison Co. had
begun making “‘pictures’' using their
Kinetoscope, a peephole contraption
used in penny arcades.

Edison director Edwin S. Porter,
agreed with Melies that movies
should tell stories and so shot THE
GREAT TRAIN ROBBERY, one of the
classic “‘primitive’’ films.

There were, of course, other film
pioneers (Pathe, Lubin, Morrison,
etc.) which later filmmakers built on.
Bt from 1895 to 1915, Lumiere,
Melies and Edison's Porter were the
most influential.

Anthony Slide is a professional film
scholar on the staff of the Academy
of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences.
He is the author of seven books on
the history of the American silent
film, including Early American
Cinema (1970), The Films of D.W.
Griffith, with Edward Wagenknecht
(1975), and The Big V: A History of
the Vitagraph Company. Since
1965, he has written innumerable
articles and book reviews; his
column, “Films on 8mm and
16mm” appears in Films in Review.

Webster's dictionary defines war as ''fight-
ing, sirife and conflict”, but the cinemg,
throughout its history, has seen war in other
lights, aside from those of Webster. it has
often agreed with Sherman that war is hell,
but somefimes it has seen war in o comical
vein, from Chaoplin's ‘“Shoulder Arms'
through Harry Langdon's “Soldier Man' to
Charley Chase in “'High C's". When America
itself has been engrossed in war, the cinema
has seen the fight as one of patriotism and
heroism; it seems that only the Vietnam War
brought out any negativism in the film in-
dustry’s aftitude. Prior to this country's entry
into the First World War, the cinema waos
fairly equally divided between those produc-
ers who used the film fo preach pacifism and
a philosophy to keep America out of the con-
flict, and those who sought to advocate pre-
paredness and a desire to fight for democ-
racy, even if that democracy was 3,000 miles
away.

American silent film producers would ap-
pear to have been isolationist in terms of their
interest in war, which was limited to those
conflicts which directly affected Americans.
The war of independence, surprisingly, held
little interest, with D.W. Griffith's "'America’
being the only film to give it the scope and
the production values it demanded, although
an argument might also be made for Janice
Meredith, the Marion Davies vehicle of the
same year.

It was the Civil Wor, with its romanticism
and its tales of heroic exploits, which most ap-
pealed to American film-makers from D.W.
Griffith and “‘The Birth of o Nation'" to David
O. Selznick and "'Gone with the Wind''. Not
that Griffith first turned his attention fo the
Civil War with ''The Birth''; it was also promi-
nently featured in his Biogroph shorts. Many,
such as "The House with Closed Shutters™
and “The Informer"’, dealt with personal trag-
edies created by the War, but one, "The
Battle'’, released in November of 1911, was
almost a rehearsal for the war sequences in
"“The Birth'"", with the director orchestrating
74

men and artillery in the recreation of o Civil
War battle which was both realistic and ar-
tistic.

Griffith's attitude towards war can only be
described os contradictory. 'Intolerance’
was perhaps the screen's greatest preach-
ment for brotherly love, and yet, within
months of its completion — and even before
America's entry into the First World War —
the director was planning an anti-German
propaganda film to encourage warmongering
when it was for what he considered the right
cause,

“Hearts of the World" demonstrates the
brutality and horror of warfare, and yet, ot
the same time, argues that it is a necessary
evil, It was propaganda, pure and simple, for
the allied cause, but, unlike so many other
First World War propagandistic exercises, it
was also a minor masterpiece of film-making.
Its three, young leading players — Lillian and.
Dorothy Gish and Robert Harron — achieved
o maturity of film acting in ""Hearts of the
World'"" which most certainly they did not fail
to accomplish in later films, but which they oc-
casionally surpassed. As in "“The Battle'" and
“The Birth of a Nation’', D.W. Griffith found
beauty in the horrors of war, but, unlike the
earlier films, he made no major effort to show
the overwhelming tragedy of war to all the
parties concerned, Perhaps the director
atones for his totally anti-German stance in
“Hearts of the World" with “'The Girl Whé
Stayed at Home' (1919), in which the Ger;
man soldier, played by David Butler, dlsplays
a human kindess far removed from £\: ‘all
Huns are butchers' philosoghy) of **
the World." 0( )} > Rﬁ

George Siegmann's attempted rape of Lil-
lian Gish in ""Hearts of the World" is as noth-
ing compared to the cruelity and crudities of
Mack Sennett's. “Yankee Doodle in Berlin'',
which attempts, in heavy-handed fashion o
safirize the German royal family, and whiek
finds humor in an American soldigr droppin,
hand grenades down inside the frousers of
two' German soldiers. It is ironic that the

American planes shown indiscriminately drop-
ping bombs on Germany are described os

Although almost a decade removed from
the last two films, “What Price Glory'' falls
somewhere in between in terms of ifs presen-
tation of war as a fun gome for men to pur-
sue, with plenty of whoring and drinking, and
with its sudden about-face in the last reel as
Charmaine (Dolores Del Rio) wonders if the
men marching so proudly to the front will ever
return. Production-wise, it is on a par with
“The Big Parade’, but it lacks much of the
latter film's humanity.

The most famous of pacifist features from
the First World War period is Thomas H.
Ince's “'Civilization", and even here the pro-
ducer's ethics are somewhat in question, as,
ofter America's entry into the conflict, it was
re-edited to endorse the allies’ anti-German
stance and saw release in England as ““What
Every True Britain Is Fighting For.” "'Civiliza-
tien'"" is allegorical, and allegory generally
does not work in the field of motion pictures.
“Civilization" is no exception. The direction,
by Raymond B. West, is dull and the players
and their characteriztions lack vitality. There
are only two truly moving moments: Kate
Bruce, as a war-torn mother, welcoming her
son home, and Lillion Read as a child in
whose face is captured the tragedy of war. It

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For more than 50 years his tools
were a pen and an inkwell. He
found prominence as Walt Disney's
top animator, later he formed his
own production company, and still
later returned to Disney. Just before
the release of Iwerks last Silly Sym-
phopy Disney and Iwerks had sev-
eral disagreements which resulted
in Ub suddenly leaving the studio
for a job with Pat Powers' Celebrity
Pictures.

Iwerks spoof of cartoon fables became prof-
itable ventures for him from 1933 to 1936.
His first two Cinecolor fables were “'Tooner-
ville Trolley™ and "Jack and the Beanstalk.'

" In the fables, Iwerks established fuller anima-
tion, brighter colors for the Cinecolor series,
and highly clever comedy gags.

However, it was in 1934 that Iwerks intro-
duced fo the silver screen his most prestigious
innovation; multiplane animation, which Max
Fleischer used later in two-reel "'Popeye'’ car-
toons. .

The innovation broadened the horizons of
movie cartooning, odding three-dimensional
foregound and background to cartoons. The
multiplane camera was capable of shooting
through layers of animated background, mov-

ing either forward or backward, to project on.

film elaborate backgrounds and o greater
feeling of depth.

Of his 1934 ComiColor productions, lwerks
and Pat Powers' Celebrity Pictures released
"The Little Red Hen," "'The Brave Tin Sol-
dier’', ""Puss 'n Boots,", ‘The Queen of
Hearts'!, "Aladdin and the Wonderful
Lamp", “The Headless Horseman', ‘‘The Val-
iant Tailor”, “Don Quixote"”, and ‘'Jack
Frost'. It was the cartoon “The Headless
Horseman'', based on the novel “'Sleepy Hol-
low", in which [werks experimented with his
innovation of multiplane animation.
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It was in 1943 that Iwerks intro-
duced to the silver screen his most
prestigious innovation: multiplane
animation.

Again, like Flip, multiplane animated cor-
toons which preceded the '"Horseman’ pro-
jected more character because of their depth
and the three-dimensioan| realization in at-
mopshere exemplified on screen.

Not all ComiColor cartoons were produced
using the multiplane camera, but those films
not shot in multiplane never lost quality ani-
mation or story; the standards of cartooning
remained superb.

lwerks must have remembered his days at
Disney when he mode the Comicolor car-
toons, because most films had a distinct back-
bone similar to his direction and animation of
"'Silly Symphony" cartoons.

By now, "Willie Whopper" cartoons had
faded from the silver screen, two years later,
the release of “Happy Day" on September
30, 1936 became Ub lwerks final production

for Pat Powers’ Celebrity Pictures. Thereafter,
he become supervisor of Columbia's “'Color
Rhapsodies™, and finally, rejoining his long-
time friend Walt Disney in 1940,

He became Disney's creative and technical
director for the studio’s new Optical Print De-
partment in 1945, developing new techniques
and improving existing sound techniques.
Walt later promoted him to technical
researcher in the Special Processes and Cam-
era Department, where he perfected techni-
ques for color traveling matte composition
cinematography, for which he won an Acad-
emy Award in 1964. lwerks even created and
perfected many effects for Disneyland’s ride
attractions.

Ubbe Ert Iwerks, creator, director, innova-
tot, died July 7, 1971, leaving behind for stu-
dents of the art not only finely animated films,
but innovations in animation as well.
