The Hard-Boiled 
Cowboy

In the 1930s, Dick Powell wos the prototype 
juvenile in over thirty of the profitoble, 
Depression-antidote, screen musicals. This 
baby-faced tenor with the bright eyes, dimp­
les and brood grin beamed opposite Joan 
Blondell, Ruby Keeler and Madeleine Carroll 
in such memorable extravaganzas as 42ND 
STREET, ON THE AVENUE and THE GOLD­
DIGGERS series. 

Loter in the decode, Powell was "fighting to 
get out of one thing and into something bet­
ter". Recognizing the danger of such extreme 
typecasting, Powell turned down the lead in 
GARDEN OF THE MOON, another Busby 
Berkeley musical, in 1938. 

The following year he left Worners for a 
Paramount contract which guaranteed that his 
roles would stress character and comedy 
more than music. Powell shone comedicolly in 
Preston Sturges' satire, CHRISTMAS IN JULY, 
in 1940 and MODEL WIFE with Blondell in 
1941. Jomes Agee praised Powell for his 
work in the 1944 Rene Clair fantasy, IT HAP­
PENED TOMORROW, for his "graceful spor­
tiness" . 

But in 1944 Powell faced another critical im­
passe in his career. He recalled, " Paramount 
bought o story I liked and I asked if I could do 
it. It was DOUBLE INDEMNITY. They wouldn't 
give it to me, and instead assigned me to 
BRING ON THE GIRLS. This was the end of 
the rood for me, so I refused to do it, and 
they suspended me". Eventually Paramount 
released Powell. " I then went over to RKO 
and told them my little tole of woe. It so hap­
pened they hod just bought Raymond Chand­
ler 's Farewell, My Lovely. They gave me the 
script, I read it and said I'd do it. 

Powell was weak box-office when he talked 
his way into this film . Director Edward Dym­
tryk reluctantly decided to toke a chance, but 
as a safe-guard the film was re-titled MUR­
DER, MY SWEET to keep the public from as­
suming this was another Powell musicomedy. 

In MURDER, MY SWEET Powell obliterated 
the 30s boy crooner with the glib, mocking 
private eye Philip Marlowe. Marlowe's world 
wasn 't populated by a bevy of chorines in a 
Berkeley prologue. Marlowe's world was the 
un-glomorous Chondlerized Los Angeles of 
neon, sweat and crime. He's given physical 
punishment and he tokes it. He views money, 
the police and rich with equal contempt. He 
loves his city world and lives o peculiar real­
ist /idealist morality in it. 

MURDER, MY SWEET was a huge success. 
Aside from a new typecasting paradigm, Po­
well's desperation and persistence hod been 
reworded. He continued in successive tough 
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guy roles in this second and most interesting 
phase of his acting career. 

In one of the films from this period, STA­
TION WEST, Powell ploys Hoven, o unique 
western hero who typifies the Powell tough 
guy mold. Like Marlowe, he's nearly on 
angry, cynical nihilist. Hoven believes that 
money is what makes almost all people do 
anything. Callous and aggressive, he locks 
the gentleness of Cooper or Randolph Scott. 

He isn't nice or tuneful like Gene or Roy. It's 
o man with on appetite for hard-living and 
drink who demands, "Pour it for me the way 
you pour it for yourself" . 

He also hos on appetite for o special kind of 
woman. He knows what he wonts in o woman 
and is for from tactful discouraging women he 
doesn't wont. To the borgirl who flirts, "Don't 
you know it's no fun to drink alone", he re­
plies: "Not 'til ofter the first one". 

He wonts a woman as wily, flippant and 
tough as he. Just as Mitchum's Marlowe 
gravitated to Charlotte Rompling's Groyle 
and Bogart to Bacall in film ofter film of this 
type, Powell is drown to Jone Greer. 

As Charlie, Greer hos sensuality and power, 
two more qu9lities that ore plusses to Hoven. 
She is willing and capable of challenging him. 
Being the woman she is, Charlie won't swoon 
instantly. Being the man he is, Hoven won't 
give up. 

Charlie: It might be better if you found an­
other table and another girl. 

Hoven: No it wouldn't. I looked. 
These crackling exchanges with that special 

woman ore on integral port of the tough guy 
exterior. Yet there is o hint of vulnerability in 
Hoven. He admires Chorlies's sexuality, but 
mistrusts her motivations. And the bantering 
dialogue goes on. C: How do I know I con 
trust you? 

H: You don't. 
C: Con I? 
H: Only with money. 
Hoven may be hard-boiled by nature as 

well as choice, but that special woman con 
get to him in his own way. 

Hoven: Are you always this sweet to the 
men who fight over you? 

Charlie: Only to the winners. 
Chandler's vision of the tough guy invari­

ably dictates that this special woman is 
merely another complex hazard. This may be 
termed romanticism, sexism, on incomplete 
character, etc., yet it lies close to the heart of 
this tough guy Hoven. 

Hoven, who is sometimes so belligerent he's 
anti-hero, is this way for o purpose. He is o 
man with o job to do. Everything else -
woman, booze, money, his post - is second­
ary to this overriding concern. He's a Gabby­
less stronger in o corrupt town and feels com­
pelled to test everyone. 

Because it's only o matter of time before his 
identity is discovered, h~ hos to precipitate 
the truth immediately. He is not afraid, he is 
cool and ready to kill. 

Marlowe/Hoven is o fascinating character 
of American literature and film . A character 
many, such as Robert Altman, view as the 
type of hero "always to be found messing 
about in someone else's affairs" . To dote, this 
character hos not been laid to rest. He lives 
on in various characters on television and in 
films . This man's man with o conscience is too 
tough to die. 

Richard Ewing Powell ployed the tough guy 
into the 1950s. Then he become o pioneer 
and woyshower in television as the financial 
brain behind Four Star Productions. Four Star 
was formed by David Niven, Charles Boyer 
and Powell. They produced such strong dra­
matic shows as Zone Grey Theatre, Wonted­
Dead Or Alive, The Four Star Theatre, Robert 
Taylor's Detectives, etc. 

From the beginning Powell " hod a deter­
mination to make money". He accomplished 
this with resiliency, planning and the virtue of 
toughness. He said it like Marlowe/Hoven: 
"What counts most in this profession is sur­
vival. There were lots of stars bigger than I, 
but I sow them come and go. Somehow, I've 
managed to survive, and that's what I'm 
proud of" .

Although she is anx­
ious to solve the robberies, she doesn't trust 
Powells pion with her gold. Raymond Burr is 
the weak and plotting lawyer whose dealings 

with Charlie hove put his life in danger. 
Charlie's men steal 70 U.S. Army uniforms· 

and pion to infiltrate the fort where all the 
gold is being stored. The whole town is 
against Powell but he survives to save the 
gold and end the corruption in the western 
town. 

Fistfights, gunfights, crackling dialogue 
and on all star cost combine to make this one 
of the all time b;st stories of the Old West.

RIGHT AnER THIS 
SONG

As a youngster, I could never genuinely ap­
preciate the singing cowboy. When the hero 
holstered his six-gun, picked up a guitar, and 
warbled a song through clenched pearly 
white teeth to some sickly smiling maiden, I 
headed for the theatre lobby candy counter 
(or, if even slightly necessary, the rest room). 
This is not to state that I was never fond of 
Western songs. Cowboy music has always 
been my favorite ... not to be confused with 
what is termed, "country-western" ... but 
pure, unadulterated music of the West. 

What really disturbed me about these song 
birds of the saddle was that they did much of 
their pickin' and singin' during very unop­
propriate moments ... right in the middle of 
some red-hot action! And how preposterous 
the situation when a lonely rider would break 
into song out in the wilds of nowhere, and in 
the bockground we would hear a 15 piece or­
chestra and choral group as accomponimentl 

Scores of vocalists (?) donned cowboy re­
galia and became sagebrush serenaders dur­
ing the B-Western reign. Some could sing 
well, but fell short on acting. Some could act, 
and should have stopped right there. 

I always maintained that the success of the 
singing cowboy was attributed mainly to the 
young girl and adult audience. My boy chums 
and I would have been more satisfied to leave 
the music business to M.G.M. or Warner 
Brothers, not to Republic, Monogram, or 
P.R.C. As my age increased, so did my ac­
ceptance of the singing cowboy. 

When I began to cultivate an active interest 
in music, I soon was recognizing the good 
from the bod performers. The voice of Roy 
Rogers, and especially his back-up group, The 
Sons Of The Pioneers, had me attending all 
their movies. As a performance unit, none 
could rival them. Rogers, a charter member of 
this group, did wise to keep the Pioneers with 
him through most of his movie making career. 
Another vocalist to capture my youthful fol­
lowing was George Houston, a former light 
opera singer, who won for himself the role of 
The Lone Ranger. I've never read a good 
word written about Houston, which is most un­
fair. Critics with a deaf ear for music maintain 
a "cultured" voice had no place in 8-wes­

terns. Says who? George mode a striking 
cowboy, and possessed, by far, the richest 
voice of any Western warbler. He was a bit 
"stiff", but still came across with a strong ele­
ment of charm, and projected a convincing 
hero image. Two of the "bigger" boys, Gene 
Autry and Tex Ritter never won me over till 
later life. I enjoyed the vocal offerings of John 
King, a member of the Range Busters trio. 
King sang a good song, but was not believ-

able as a cowboy. 
The arrival of Eddie Dean, Jimmy Wakely, 

Monte Hale, and Rex Allen occurred at a pe­
riod of my life which I refer to as the "indiffer­
ent teen years". I had discovered cars and 
girls. B-western movies were laid to rest till I 
did some more growing up. 

Today, as a writer on the Western motion 
picture, supported by a very healthy collec­
tion of films and video tapes of this genre, 
I've taken an "umteenth" look at, and listen 
to the singing cowboy. Many of my childhood 
preferences remain unturned. Others, inter­
estingly, changed. Roy Rogers ranks as one 
of the best, although age and health have 
taken their toll on the Rogers voice of present. 
Gene Autry has attracted my fancy as an 
adult, something he couldn't do when I was a 
young-un. I had to learn to appreciate this fel­
low. Autry possessed a quality that's almost 
impossible to define. The only word I con 
think of is "sincerity". And this won a legion 
of followers. Tex Ritter found his rightful niche 
late in life ... singing "country". He never 
had quite what it took to topple Rogers and 
Autry, even though the Ritter image was that 
of a more authentic cowboy. I still contend 
today that George Houston owned the best 
vocal chords. And John King should have 
kept singing ... in l"On-westerns. I sow little 
of him as a kid, but today I really enjoy hear­
ing Dick Foran tackle a song, and see him do 
his thing as a cowboy performer. Dick never 
received proper promotion, but didn't much 
care since he went on to greener pastures in 
major films playing character parts. I never 
had the opportunity to catch a Smith Ballew 
movie till screening the video tape RAWHIDE. 
To my surprise, the former bond leader and

pop vocalist performed quite well in this 
above overage vehicle. Westerns were not 
new to the Ballew voice, since he hod 
dubbed-over all the singing ports for John 
Wayne in Duke's Singin' Sandy series. Smith 
would fall in the "cultured" class with Hous­
ton and Foran. 

How about the "end-of-the trailers" ... the 
likes of Dean, Wakely, Hale, and Allen? All 
hod good voices. Eddie Dean has to be roted 
as one of the very best singing cowboys ... 
and I do mean singing ... period. I've tried 
(really tried) to approve of Eddie's acting, but 
I just can't swallow it. Deon has a voice which 
is a compromise between Rogers and Hous­
ton. Exceptionally good quality with a beauti­
ful delivery. I'm in agreement with all who 
pegged Jimmy Wakely as on Autry imitator. 
Wakely had a better voice than Gene, but 
none of the other accessories, Monte Hale 
should hove been voted "Mr. Nice Guy" of 
the B-western. I never met the chop, but he 
has always come across as a fellow you'd like 
for your best friend. Monte's singing was 
good, but not exceptional. Rex Allen was 
born ten years too late. With an earlier be­
ginning, he may hove worn the "crown". But 
8-westerns were already ticking away their 
waning years when Rex hit the scene. He was 
to his movies, what a triple-threat athlete is to 
sports. Allen could act, ride, and sing ... all 
this with the looks to match. 

My peers most always conclude their writ­
ings on subjects of this nature with an obitu­
ary ... "Now what ever remains is a mem­
ory". Rubbish! That old time cycle will one 
day swing back, carrying with it a new crop 
of singing cowboys. You can't hold a good 
song down.

Born in Kansas City in 1901, Ub lwerks 

worked in a commercial art studio with Wall 
Disney and Rudolph Ising. In 1926, he was 
the main animator on the "Alice in Cartoon­
land" series. In 1928 he animated the "Os­
wald the Rabbit" series with Disney at Univer­
sal. He received "drawn by" credit for sev­
eral early Mickey Mouse cartoons, including 
PLANE CRAZY. He also animated STEAM­
BOAT WILLIE and several other Mickey 
Mouse cartoons and is often credited as co­
developer of Mickey himself. later Ub cre­
ated his own series, including "Flip the Frog", 
"Willie Whopper", Comicolor Fairytales", 
and the "Color Rhapsody" series with 
Scrappy. Eventually Ub returned to Disney 
where he supervised special effects on 20,-
000 LEAGUES UNDER THE SEA, and devel­
oped and modified a Xerox camera for 101

1964 he shored an Oscar for his work on 
Colar Traveling Matte Composite Cinema­
tiography which was used in the making of 
MARY POPPINS.

Born 1 889 in London to vaudevillian par­
ents, Chaplin grew up in poverty. He came to 
America as a member of the Karna Theatrical 
Troupe. Mack Sennett and Mabel Normand 
attended a show and soon Chaplin was under 
contract to Keystone. At Keystone he learned 
the film medium and slapstick. From Keystone 
he went to Essanay, where he continued to 
develop the Tramp character, adding pathos 
to his repertoire of pantomime. Dissatisfied, 
Chaplin signed a spectacular contract with 
Mutual for $50,000 upon signing and 
$10,000 a week: $670,000 in all! At Mutual 
he made his greatest comedy shorts, at least 
3 of the 12 are indisputable classics. From 
Mutual, Chaplin went into a transistion phase 
at First National. There his work was uneven 
and his personal life difficult. In 1919, he, 
Fairbanks, Pickford and Griffith founded 
United Artists. In 1925 Chaplin released his 
first UA picture, THE GOLD RUSH, a feature 
length masterpiece, followed by CITY LIGHTS 
and MODERN TIMES. In later years, Chap­
lin's output dwindled. He became o political

A Blackhawk Biography 

One of the greatest pioneers in motion 
picture history, D.W. Griffith, directed his first 
film in 1908 for Biograph. In the next five 
years he directed approximately 450 films. 
Griffith's use of the camera and story devices, 
such as the dramatic rescue, immediately put 
him into the forefront of movie making. What 
didn't exist in film technique, Griffith would 
often invent. In 1915, THE BIRTH OF A NA­
flON, his first great epic, was released. Politi­
cally it remains controversial. Artistically it is 
a landmark.

A Blackhawk 
History 

In the beginning there were many 
pioneers: the Frenchmen Lumiere 
and Melies plus the American Edison 
were among them. 

Compared to the films these men 
produced, •the earlier magic lantern 
shows and shadow plays were undy­
namic, one dimensional and mun­
dane. 

In 1895 all that changed. That 
year French audiences were aston­
ished to see a train move toward the 
camera in a production by Lumiere. 

After Lumiere refused to sell 
Georges Melies a camera or explain 
how his worked, Melies set out to 
create one himself. 

Melies succeeded and used his 
machine as a showman's tool, em­
phasizing both movement an.d 
magic. He had grasped the fantastic 
possibilities of film. His sets, effects 
and techniques were remarkable 
achievements then . . . and today 
remain spectacular. 

Eventually Melies produced 
4,000 or so films which did not 
merely record events . . . they told 
stories. 

In America the Edison Co. had 
begun making "pictures" using their 
Kinetoscope, a peephole contraption 
used in penny arcades. 

Edison director Edwin S. Porter, 
agreed with Melies that movies 
should tell stories and so shot THE 
GREAT TRAIN ROBBERY, one of the 
classic " primitive" films. 

There were, of course, other film 
pioneers (Pathe, Lubin, Morrison, 
etc.) which later filmmakers built on. 
But from 1895 to 1915, Lumiere, 
Melies and Edison's Porter were the 
most influential.

The first really important horse hero of the 

Western movie was William S. Hart's red and 
white pinto Fritz. He claimed that Fritz was 
the only horse that could and did do anything 
and everything . During the filming of THE 
TOLL GATE Fritz and Hort were almost killed 
doing a stunt. Hart and Fritz were supposed 
to swim upstream in a swift current but they 
got into a whirlpool and almost drowned. Ac­
cording to Hort only Fritz's strength and cour­
age, and some help . from the Lord, saved 
them.

Tom Mix and Tony 

Ken Maynard and Tarzan 
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Keystone Films 
by Kathleen Karr 

Keystone Films burst into existence in the 
summer of 1912, on auspicious combination 
of the fertile imagination of Mack Sennett and 
the financing of former New York bookies. 
After Ford Sterling, Mabel Normand, Charlie 
Chaplin, the Keystone Kops, Ben Turpin, 
Horry Langdon and the Sennett Bathing Beau­
ties, comedy would never be the same. In a 
sense, everything Sennett produced had been 
done before, but Sennett hod the unique op­
portunity of synthesizing centuries of comedy 
onto the relatively new and permanent me­
dium of motion picture film. 

Comedy, or "popular theatre" is older than 
written records. As organized theatre it can 
be traced back to the Greek imitation of cha­
racters of a "lower type". Already by the 
time of the Romon Empire there were stock 
comic figures - the stupid clown, the glutton 
-or braggart, the gullible old man, the cunning 
trickster - whose irreveront imitations of life 
audiences could laugh at. (To "laugh at" 
rather than "with" was always part of the key 
traditional comedy. A clown should be some­
one who makes the rest of us feel superior, 
smarter than. It is a relatively new wrinkle in 
human consciousness which allows the audi­
ence to transcend with the clown from the 
comedy to the tragic: the mature Shake­
speare, the nineteenth century Pierrots and, 
more recently, Chaplin achieved this.) These 
some characters went through many rein­
carnations over the centuries through the me­
dieval mystery-miracle ploys, the Ccimmedia 
dell 'Arte of the seventeenth and eighteenth 
centuries, finally turning up in the bumpkins of 
nineteenth century melodrama and the stand­
up comedy acts of the variety and vaudeville 
stage. Mack Sennett almost singlehandedly 
created the transition from nineteenth century 
stage comedy to the new film medium. Come­
dies hod been mode since film's birth, of 
course, but Sennett's raucous, surreal gags 
and improvisational style developed the first 
true, cinematically organic comedy. 

Born Michael Sinnott in Quebec in 1880, his 
family moved to Connecticut and as a young 
man Sennett was an ironworker who had pre­
tensions to a singing career. He managed a 
letter of introduction to David Belasco and ul­
timately landed his first acting role as the 
hind port of a horse in burlesque. In 1908 he 
went to work for Biograph as actor and gen­
eral handyman. By 1909 Sennett was writing 
scripts for Griffith and by 1912 he was direc­
ting films. Frustrated over Biogroph's lock of 
interest in comedy, Sennett formed the Key­
stone Film Co. with Kessell and Bouman, and 
on August 28, 1912, arrived in Los Angeles 
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Mack Sennett 

with Mabel Normand to organize the Key­
stone studio. 

Over the next several years Sennett and his 
studio evolved the concept of the chose, pion­
eered by primitive French film comedies, into 
o variety of possibilities. The chose generally 
involved two or more people or animals, or 
combination thereof, that began in on orderly 
progression, with the tempo increasing as its 
length extended. Style, precision, and the 
ability to keep the tension and laughs going, 
as well as growing were the keys to good 
chose films (as in the incredible escalation of 
all of these foctors in LOVE, SPEED AND 
THRILLS). He also is credited with inventing 
the pie throwing gag (brought to its ultimate 
years later in Laurel and Hardy's BATTLE OF 
THE CENTURY), not to mention the most 
laughable authority figures on record, the 
Keystone Kops. The Kops, like Sennett's 
choses, evolved from their first appearance 
late in 1912 to their full-blown identity in the 
spring of 1913 in THE BANGVILLE POLICE. 
Thereafter, they continued to appear, if only 
in cameo form, in practically every Keystone 
comedy. The indomitable Ford Sterling was 
often their chief, when he wasn't busy ploying 
the comic villain. 

Sennett's films were not merely o collection 
of gags or choses, either. He also hod the 
marvelous ability of toking traditional thedtre 
forms and plots and burlesquing them into 
new creations. BARNEY OLDFIELD'S RACE 
FOR A LIFE mode mincemeat out of the classic 

melodrama routine of the villain who ties the 
heroine to the railroad tracks (RACE also 
gave Sennett himself on opportunity to ploy 
his favorite comic role - o cross between the 
Romon "stupidus" and the medieval natural 
fool.) Many of Chaplin's first films were varia­
tions on his earlier pantomime routines and 
TILLIE'S PUNCTURED ROMANCE, possibly 
the first feature-length comedy, teqmed 
Chaplin and Morie Dressler in on adaptation 
of Dressler's force-melodrama stage hit, "Till­
ie's Nightmare". 

During the next several decodes, from his 
bathtub in the tower overlooking his studio, 
Mock Sennett would continue to create and 
produce "Keystone" comedies, no matter that 
they were now distributed by Triangle-Para­
mount-First Notional ( 1915-1922), Pathe 
( 1923-1 929) or Paramount-Educational 
( 1929-1934 ). The rough and tumble brilliance 
of his earliest films was replaced by more co­
herent, sophisticated, "class productions, but 
the devil-may-core madness of Sennett's best 
moments still kept cropping up, constant, joy­
ous belly-laughs for his audiences.

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JACKIE COOPER of 
OURGANG 
By Leonard Maltin 

"That one scene changed my whole life . . . 
I had never cried in pictures before, and the 
director tried all kinds of tricks to get me to 
cry." 

No less on outhority thon Roddy McDowoll 
hos coiled Jackie Cooper "the best child actor 
ever," and generations of fans agree. 

His acting ability was so impressive that at 
the height of his fame, in the 1930s, disbe­
lieving fans insisted that he was o midget! 
After all, they reasoned, no nine year old 
could deliver such l'"!IOVing performances. 

The rumors, of course, were baseless. Jackie 
was simply a gifted ond intelligent young boy 
who took to octing like most kids do to base­
ball. His mother, a secretary at the Fox stu­
dio, arranged for his first "talkie" audition in 
1929, which led to a brief but memorable 
scene in the musical hit SUNNY SIDE UP. That 
in turn led to a contract from Hal Roach to ap­
pear in Our Gang, and it was here that 
Jackie Cooper began to shine. 

He started out, in the earliest series talkies, 
as just another member of the Gang, but be-
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fore long he was being featured - and small 
wonder. Like the best Our Gang kids over the 
series' twenty-two years, he could handle 
anything from unabashed slapstick (taking a 
pie in the face like a seasoned pro in SHIVER­
ING SHAKESPEARE) to scenes of youthful 
poignancy (in TEACHER'S PET) with equal fi­
nesse. 

Jackie's finest hour came in 1930 with the 
production of TEACHER'S PET, not only one 
of the best Our Gang shorts, but a once-in-a­
life-time showcase for any child actor. The 
story has the gang rueing the first day of 
school because their beloved teacher Miss 
McGillicuddy has left, and her replacement is 
Miss Crabtree, who judging from the name is 
bound to be a wicked old crone. Jackie is 
given a lift to school by a lovely young 
woman, and overcome by her beauty and 
charm, reveals his fears about the new 
schoolteacher - and the Gang's plans to 
play practical jokes on her that morning. 
When he arrives at school and discovers that 
the pretty lady is in fact Miss Crabtree, he's 
not only in dutch with his comrades, but morti­
fied by his fatal faux-pas. As the new teacher 
serves ice cream and cake to the class in a 
get-acquainted session, Jackie sits outside in 
the school yard, crying. Just then, Miss Crabt­
ree walks up and offers him ice cream and 
cake. Looking up in tearful gratitude, he 
gulps, "Gee, you're pretty, Miss Crabtree ... 
you 're prettier 'n Miss McGillicuddy." 

At one time, Cooper attributed this touching 
scene to winning him his biggest break in 
movies. "That one scene changed my whole 
life," he declared. "I had never cried in pic­
tures before, and the director tried all kinds of 

tricks to get me to cry. He made me believe 
he was going to shoot Petie, the Our Gang 
dog. Next he had a cop rush onto the lot and 
pretend that he was going to arrest my 
mother; and he pretended he was firing an 
assistant director I liked. I began to cry then, 
and he got the scene he wanted. Paramount 
saw it, and it led to SKIPPY, which made 
more than five million dollars for them." 

SKIPPY also won Jackie an Academy 
Award nomination as Best Actor - formida­
ble recognition for a nine year old novice. Yet 
none of his loter achievements, as actor, di­
rector, and producer, can dim the luster of his 
work in the Our Gang comedies. His "manly" 
pursuit of Mary Ann Jackson in THE FIRST 
SEVEN YEARS, his scheming to keep Miss 
Crabtree from getting married in SCHOOL'S 
OUT, his romantic rivalry with Chubby Cha­
ney in LOVE BUSINESS, retain the spark and 
spontaneity that made these films so enjoy­
able when they first came out. 

Cooper looks back on these films with a 
mixture of awe and bemusement. Today he 
has sons who watch the films on television, 
and he says, "They look at those Our Gang, 
even the teenagers, and it's a form of enter­
tainment they know will never come back. 
They don ' t know why, they don't know how 
innocent we were, but they sense that it's a 
different kind of kid up there .. . That age of 
innocence is, looking back at it now, just un­
believable. You look around and you say, 
'Where am I going to see that today?" 

Nowhere but in the same vintage films that 
established Jackie Cooper as a major star so 
many years ago. Like his performance, the 
Our Gang comedies are truly timeless.
