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SCIENTIFICTEROTICA
By John Wilch

Into the 1930's, science fiction was, with a
few exceptions, a succession of crudely writ-
ten, male, hard science, adventure stories.
The issues were black and white, the motiva-
tions nil. Since then, the first wave of sci-fi
writers have matured into expert craftsmen
who understand character dialogue and soft
sciences. Sci-fi has gone from pulp to respect-
ability and beyond rapidly.

Sci-fi on the screen hasn't kept pace with
the literature. As exciting as this recent sci-fi
movie boom has been, the films have only
dipped into 1940's type sci-fi literature. There
remains a vast body of profound work yet to
be filmed.

Screen sci-fi has frequently been a lousy re-
flection of sci-fi literature. Even in the previ-
ous heyday of sci-fi movies, the 1950's, sci-
ence was usually disregarded. Atomic radia-
tion and cloning became two of the mosi
overworked standard couses of this disaster
or that monster.

2001: A SPACE ODYSSEY, STAR WARS
and CLOSE ENCOUNTERS OF THE THIRD
KIND are three recent sci-fi films that work
because of their grounding in the literary
traditions of sci-fi. All three deserve applause
for re-establishing sci-fi story lines os logical
extensions of existing hard and soft scientific
theories.

Other sci-fi ingredients these three films in-
clude, in varying degrees, are: man vs. ma-
chine, man vs. monster, perpetuation of
cliches, epical tone, heroes fighting to retain
humanity, moral simplification, prophecy, in-
ternational unity, a new arena or different
world with corresponding contexts, satire and
spectacle.

Male/female relationships wherein sex,
sexuality and love ore present have been
thoroughly explored by sci-fi literature in the
last twenty years. 2001, STAR WARS, and
CLOSE ENCOUNTERS barely delve into
these topics. Although STAR WARS intro-
duced a 1930's serial style heroine, she is
basically a neuter character made of one di-

mensional cardboard.

Screen sci-fi hasn't begun to explore the
dramatic allegory approach to matters sex-
val. Heinlein accomplished this decades ago
in a short story about a hermaphodite. In
Harlan Ellison's DANGEROUS VISIONS col-
lections, numerous stories by many of sci-fi's
greatest writers project the sexual aspect of
humanity into the future, in a dramatic form.
Unfortunately, these stories haven't been fil-
med.

Despite the recent influx of such apocalyptic
dramas as THX 1138, A CLOCKWORK
ORANGE, THE MAN WHO FELL TO EARTH,
ZARDOZ aond A BOY AND HIS DOG, screen
sci-fi has dealt with the sexual far more suc-
cessfully and intelligently in comedy or satire
than drama.

An hilarious example is Woody Allen's
SLEEPER, a flawed but brilliant film. Allen
generally ignores the pitfalls which offlicted
the five sci-fi dromas just mentioned. The
scripting counterbalances the visuals well
without pretentiousness. Utilizing slapstick
and satire, Allen's gaggery dissects ray guns,
robots, orgasm closets, cloning, sex educo-
tion and Woody Allen.

Another outstanding sci-fi film with black
comedy overtones is SLAUGHTERHOUSE

FIVE. Billy Pilgrim’s time/space/lust experi-
ences with the Hollywood starlet, Montana

Wildhack, his fellow zoo-mate on Tralfama-
dor are wildly delightful and typically Vonne-
gutan. This film works also becuase it is so
faithful to the original text.

The supreme example of sci-fi as sexual sate,

ire is BARBARELLA. Based on Jean-Claude

Forest's eroticomic parody of comic hergines,
porn, sci-fi, etc., BARBARELLA- features Jane
Fonda in the title role as the wide eyed,41st
century astronaut.

The strip was deliberately erofic and feem-
ing with Gallic wit. In a typical exchange Bar-
barella praises the robot who has just made
love to her.

This eroficomic flavor was transferred to the
screen by a cast of writers, including Terry
Southern, and director Roger Vadim. Vadim
had previously had on and off camera rela-
tionships with Catherine Deneuve and Bardot.
His work had always been prepossessed with
the sexual. From the opening of the film,
when Fonda is seen in a free foll striptease
under the credits, the satirization of sexual
manners and mores is evident,

Traditional sci-fi storyline touches shape, di-
rect and move the plot in BARBARELLA. The
threat of machine inflicted disaster looms
when an Earth scienfist disappears with the
Positronic Ray, the worst of weapons. The
President of the World, ofter another Barbar-
ella disrobing, assigns her to the epic task of
finding the scientist.

This structure is literally fleshed out by Bar-
barella’s assorted adventures en route. First
there is the hunter who she loves in "the old
way" after he rescues her from carnivorous
dolls. Allusions are made here to the exalto-
tion-transference pills which have reploced
“the old way." En route she restores an an-
gel's will to fly with her sex therapy. The
Black Queen captures them, but she is
rescued by the impeccable Dovid Hemmings
to whom she feaches fingertip lovemaking.
She is recaptured again and her indomitable
sexuality is put to the test with the Excessive
Machine. She destroys this machine with her
libido and flies off with her angel, the mys-
tery solved, the city in ruins.

It is to Jane Fonda's credit, that the film isn't
merely a nude romp. She has such an aura of
innocence ond, consequently, naughtiness,
that the film is entertaining, tasteful and hu-
morous. Fonda, even in her Hanoi Jane guise,
has always been an understandable Ameri-
can type. Anxious, ernest, often bumbling,
vulnerable.

In sci-fi it is imperative that the main charac-
ter be Everyman. Fondo, by playing this role
straight and not camping it, becomes some-
one we know. Barbarella frequently double-
takes, going from disbelief to delight in very
credulous fashion because her character is fa-
miliar. The super sexuality is the satirical
aspect of Barbarella's character. Barbarella
is a source of love ond destruction. She is a
killer and o vamp. Her sexuality is a weapon
and a gift. This is Yadim's swipe at the Pan-
dora's box phobia.

LON CHANEY —
THE MIRACLE MAN OF THE
MOVIES

by George Wagner

“We have forgotfen entirely that the pri-
mary symbol of the theatre is the mask."
— Playwright Yvan Goll

Lon Chaney is unique in the history of mov-
ies: a major stor whose fame rests very
largely on his appecrances in incredible
make-ups — all of them designed and ap-
plied by the actor himself.

Chaney was given one of his first 'breaks’
in 1913 when director Allan Dwan noticed
the actor appedring and reappearing in var-
ious make-ups on the Universal lot. Intrigued,
Dwan begin to find small parts for Chaney in
his films, He appeared in the background in
Dwan's BLOODHOUNDS OF THE NORTH
(1913) as a member of the Northwest Moun-
ted Police. In RED MARGARET-MOON-
SHINER (also 1913) he could be glimpsed as
a mountaineer partially obscured by some
rocks.

‘The problems of screen moke-up come
under his scrutiny ofter pioneer cinema-
tographer Virgil Miller shot Chaney's first ex-
tensive screen tests with arc lights in 1914,
with Pauline Bush acting as his leading lady.
As the actor later noted, the orthographic film
then in use caused red, orange, and brown to
photograph almost as black; some shades of
blue, pink and yellow appeared white while
pink cheeks could look an unhealthy gray.
Chaney immediotely began experimenting
with both straight and character make-ups to
discover proper compensations for this inac-
curate rendering of the color spectrum. Be-
tween experiments he spent his time in search
of characters in the immigrant sections of Los
Angeles or San Francisco's Chinatown. Thus
Tod Browning could eventually cast him not
only as an American gangster in OUTSIDE
THE LAW, but also as the Chinese the gang-
ster kills in double exposure.

If Chaney was appearing in o film based on
literature, such as VICTORY, OLIVER TWIST,
or THE HUNCHBACK OF NOTRE DAME he
took pains to honor the author's conception.

As Ricardo in VICTORY Chaney not only de-
corated his foce with pock marks. He some-
how suggested that cot's whiskers might sud-
denly sprout from them, o suggestion in keep-
ing with Joseph Conrod's descriptions of the
slinking, feline villain.

And when Chaney, for OLIVER TWIST, ap-
peared as Fagin for the first time on the set,
with motted beard and foul smelling coat,
Jackie Coogan could hordly be blamed for
running off in tears.

During the filming of THE HUNCHBACK OF
NOTRE DAME, Chaney would arrive at his
dressing room at four thirty. To transform
himself into the hunchback he begon with
putty, modeling the face. He inserted tubes in

his nose to distend the nostrils. Wooden teeth
were placed over his own; the false eyebrows
were glued in place. Over the face a layer of
greasepaint was applied, and graved info it
were the fine lings of facial detoil which be-
came one of Chaney's trodemarks. The right
eye was covered by a hideous wen made sim-
ply of cotton wool covered with greasepaint
mixed with olive oil. Next came the leather
harness. It included shoulder pads which fit-
ted across his back, and helped fo create the
illusion of a dwarf-like body beneath the mas-
sive shoulders. Straps of thick leather ran
from the back of the harness so tightly as to
bend the back into a curve. Over all this was
fitted o fight rubber suit decorated with hair,
concealing the harness and maoking o seam-
less joint with the body. Despite the technical
advances Chaney made in later years, The

most brilliant make-ups. As Victor Hugo

he tied a string which went up the bridge of
his nose, tightly traced the center of his head
and was ottached in back. In this manner he
quite grotesquely elevated his nose. With
morfician's wax and greasepaint he made of
his face o cadaverous nightmare. Audiences
everywhere were held spellbound as Chaney
was unmasked. Variety thought he had per-
haps gone too far,

“Following the 'Hunchback' thing it be-
comes a mool question whether or not Cha.
ney's nome in connection with o piclure is
going to keep children oway from a theatre,”
the show business newspaper reported. “'Any
number of ‘Unholy Threes' cannot erase the
impression of these two make-ups."

Chaney went on to ever growing fame,
however, and continued to astonish audi-
ences with such brilliont make-ups as the

ear old mandarin in MR. WU,

scribed the hunchback: *'. . . with all this
formity there wos a fqrn*gq e 8if of
strength, agility, and coutage; . . .\te | d
like @ giant who haod been broken in pieces
and ill soldered together.”

A Blackhawk Biography

Born in Kansas City in 1901, Ub Iwerks
worked in a commercial art studio with Walt
Disney and Rudolph Ising. In 1926, he was
the main animator on the "Alice in Cartoon-
lond" series. In 1928 he animated the “Os-
wald the Rabbit" series with Disney at Univer-
sal. He received “drawn by'' credit for sev-
eral early Mickey Mouse cartoons, including
PLANE CRAZY. He also onimated STEAM-
BOAT WILLIE and several other Mickey
Mouse cartoons and is often credited as co-
developer of Mickey himself. Later Ub cre-
ated his own series, including "Flip the Ffog™',
“Willie Whopper'', Comicolor Fairytales',
and the *Color Rhapsody” series with
Scrappy. Eventually Ub returned to Disney
where he supervised special effects on 20,
000 LEAGUES UNDER THE SEA, and devel-
oped and modified o Xerox camera for 101
DALMATIONS, He also was a special
graphic advisor on Hitchcock's THE BIRDS. In
1964 he shared an Oscar for his work on
Color Traveling Matte Composite Cinema-
tiography which was used in the making of
MARY POPPINS. Ub Iwerks died in 1971.

A Blackhawk Biography

Born 1889 in London to vaudevillian par-
ents, Chaplin grew up in poverty. He came to
America as a member of the Karno Theatrical
Troupe. Mack Sennett and Mabel Normand
ottended a show and soon Chaplin was under
contfract to Keystone. At Keystone he learned
the film medium and slapstick. From Keystone
he went to Essanay, where he continued to
develop the Tramp character, adding pathos
to his repertoire of pantomime. Dissatisfied,
Chaplin signed a spectacular contract with
Mutual for $50,000 upon signing and
$10,000 a week: $670,000 in alll At Mutual
he made his greatest comedy shorts, ot least
3 of the 12 are indisputable classics. From
Mutual, Chaplin went into a transistion phase
at First National. There his work was uneven
and his personal life difficult. In 1919, he,
Fairbanks, Pickford ond Griffith founded
United Artists. In 1925 Chaplin released his
first UA picture, THE GOLD RUSH, a feature
length masterpiece, followed by CITY LIGHTS
and MODERN TIMES. In later years, Chap-
lin's output dwindled. He became a political
exile from the U.S. This poet of comedy died
in1977.

One of the greatest pioneers in motion
picture history, D.W. Griffith, directed his first
film in 1908 for Biograph. In the next five
years he directed approximately 450 films.
Griffith's use of the camera and story devices,
such as the dramatic rescue, immediately put
him into the forefront of movie making. What
didn't exist in film technique, Griffith would
often invent. In 1915, THE BIRTH OF A NA-
TION, his first great epic, was released. Politi-
cally it remains controversial. Artistically it is
a landmark. Grifith's monumental INTOLER-
ANCE followed. It's quite possibly his pre-
miere work, although it was far less profitable
than BIRTH OF A NATION. With the advent
of sound and the Depression, Griffith's moral-
ism and pre-occupation with drama became
less popular.

A Blackhawk Biography

Georges Melies, a talented conjurer, was
one of the first to realize that film could cre-
ate illusions unfettered by logic or probabil-
ity. Melies constructed his own camera and
opened the first cinema in Paris. He produced
nearly 4000 films between 1896 and 1914.
Throughout his career, Melies financed,
wrote, designed, directed, and appeared in
his fantastic magical productions, TRIP TO
THE MOON ranks as the first great interna-
tional success in the history of film.

A Blackhawk History

The Pathe Studio began in France, the
country which dominated the early history of
film.

By 1910, however, they also had an
American unit which traveled photographing
and showing their product.

The Studio had enormous influence, pion-
eering the art film, serials, hand-tinting, mod-
ern distribution methods and more.

Charles Pathe, the studio’s dictotorial
founder, once declared "only the armaments
industry made profits like ours."'

A Blackhawk
History

In the beginning there were many
pioneers: the Frenchmen Lumiere
and Melies plus the American Edison
were among them.

Compared to the films these men
produced, the earlier magic lantern
shows and shadow plays were undy-
namic, one dimensional and mun-
dane.

In 1895 all thet changed. That
year French audiences were oston-
ished fo see a train move toward the
camera in a production by Lumiere.

After Lumiere refused to sell
Georges Melies a camera or explain
how his worked, Melies set out to
create one himself.

"Melies succeeded and used his
machine as a showman's tool, em-
phasizing both movement and
magic. He had grasped the fantastic
possibilities of film. His sets, effects
and techniques were remarkable
