Green Acres 
Harold Lloyd's Estate 

by R. John McGee 

A rare gem is Green Acres, the Harold 
Lloyd sixteen acre estate. Several years ago I 
heard a rumor and wrote to the Beverly Hills 
Chamber of Commerce to let me know if and 
when I could make a visit. Just before the 
opening I received a letter from the Harold 
Lloyd Foundation ond as soon as I could man­
age I was there. I om glad to soy it was much 
better than I hoped! 

Our tour bus arrived at the entrance gates 
off Benedict Canyon then slowly proceded up 
a narrow, twisting blacktop rood winding 
uphill through thick greenery toking the left 
turn al a "Y" where we squeezed into what 
hod once been a service courtyard. At the for 
end was a many doored garage over which 
was housing for the staff and now is mainly 
offices for the Foundation . The bus driver told 
us many of the young guides hod been 
friends of the Lloyd family. Soon our group 
was joined by one of them and we were led 
up the hill to the gardens. A recent article in 
Sunset Magazine tells us the gardens' de­
signer was landscape architect A. E. Hanson 
and that the gardens hove held up well de­
spite minimal maintenance in recent years be­
cause of their reliance on strong foliage 
forms for structure. This may well be, but the 
minimal maintenance is a thing seemingly of 
the post. Most of the twelve fountains hove a 
newly cored for look about them and espe­
cially the French garden shows signs of very 
recent renewal. Sod to soy a disease or old 
age hod gotten the best of a very impressive 
ollee of cypress which grew on either side of 
a long terrace of pools which I hod seen pic­
tured many times and was eager to see, how­
ever new cypress hove replaced the old and 
it is just a matter of years before they replace 
the toll old ones. This garden was one of the 
first we sow and certainly reminds one of the 
water gardens at Vills d'Este outside of 
Rome. Soon we were token to the top of a 
waterfall which splashes down to the lower 
acres of the estate where a private nine-hole 
golf course was until the Second World War 
mode necessary cutting the number of gar­
deners from eighteen to two. When Mr. Lloyd 
was interviewed by Arthur Knight and Eliot 
Elisofon for their book The Hollywood Style in 
the lote 1960's the number of gardeners was 
up to eight. 

We reached the house and entered by 
way of a side door into the library. The books 
contained here we were told was once the 
largest collection of humor on the West 
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Coast. One many windowed area of this 
pleasant beamed room hos a large table con­
taining awards which come during Mr. Lloyds 
acting career including on Oscar awarded in 
1952 as "Moster Comedian and Good Citi­
zen" and through his years of service to the 
Masonic Shrine. Next come one of two loops 
we mode through the impressive entry hall. It 
is a polished red tiled floor-room some sixty 
feet long. One end hos a large fire place, the 
other a most exceptional spiral cantilevered 
staircase to the second floor which stopped 
our tour group in its tracks. The furniture in 
this room is massive of Spanish style and we 
ore told Mr. Lloyd picked it and arranged it 
as he thought it would look well, not because 
of great antique value. 

Next come the breakfast room which in 
fact was where most meals were token, the 
formal dining room used only for important 
occasions. That is not to soy this room is not 
extremely elegant with its 1 8th century styled 
furniture and marble mantel. It is sunny and 
cheerful and we got the first look at some of 
the Dresden collection we understand was the 
delight of Mrs. Lloyd. One corner contains a 
very tottered silk covered love seat usually 
occupied by one of the favorite dogs agree­
able to some tidbit from its master. 

The kitchen is original to the period of the 
house. A many doored refrigerator opened 
both to the pantry and the kitchen proper. 
The pantry hod a dumb waiter servicing all 
three floors of the house. Our guide said 
there ore often questions about secret panels, 
the only one he knew of concealed a door to 
the wine celler close to the dumb waiter in the 
basement - the house was built during pro­
hibition. The kitchen hod a 1920's restaurant 
style dishwasher and on enormous gos stove 
with many burners, both open flame and cov­
ered with iron with removable rings, a griddle 
and many ovens. As we left the kitchen for 
the dining room we passed a control board 
with lights and switches that controlled the 
heating system for the house, a sign hod 
been posted on it "hands off!" 

The formal dining room straddles the 
Beverly Hills and Los Angeles city boundry, 
so the host con be in Los Angeles and the 
guests in Beverly Hills. The table was set with 
more of the crystal and Dresden collection in 
a different pattern than we sow in the Break­
fast room. This room is dominated by three 
large paintings said to hove belonged to a 
religious order ond the only thing saved when 
their buildings were bombed during the First 
World War. They were purchased in New 
York by Mr. Lloyd during the 1920's and pic­
ture big arrangements of flowers. The dining 
room hos toll windows on one side to the cen­
ter courtyard of the house and to the other 
the view of on aviary in the distance and in 
the foreground boxwood trimmed rose gar­
dens. When we reached the rose garden 
were were surprised to find post a balustrade 
along the side of the rose garden we looked 
down upon still another much larger garden 
on ~ lower level with a big central rectongu-

lor lawn surrounded by trimmed boxwood 
and walks and again newly planted cypress 
which most certainly replaced the older ones 
which hod been removed. In the distance was 
a pavilion and just below the boulustrode 
another of the ever-present fountains one 
complementing the other. As we walked to 
the distant pavilion we went by the childrens 
garden which it was said pre-dotes the house 
and was meant to keep the children occupied 
during the construction period. The Lloyds 
hod one daughter now living in Spain, one 
adopted daughter living in California and a 
son that died. The Granddaughter inherited 
Green Acres and is on the board of the 
Harold Lloyd Foundation. The childrens gar­
den hos a low wall around it enclosing a 
thatched cottage reduced to childs size com­
plete with scaled down furniture, hot and cold 
running water and electricity. In this area is a 
smaller cage that housed a monkey that was 
the neighborhood cut-up. It used to like to 
escape and raided the garden parties of 
the surrounding estates. 

From the pavilion one con see to a still 
lower level to the tennis court with on adjoin­
ing changing house. The guides may use the 
tennis court on off hours and it is a " fast" 
court and famous in the area for the tourna­
ments and famous names thot hod ployed 
there. Mr. Lloyd was on athlete. I hove men­
tioned the private golf course, now the tennis 
court, later on a swimming pool; the base­
ment hod a handball court; below the water­
fall there is a long canoeing canal and the 
lawn near the house we were soon to visit 
was watered by moving sprinklers instead of 
a build-in sprinkler system as not to form a 
hazard for football and other lawn games. 
Mr. Lloyd also wonted a bowling alley, but 
there Mrs. Lloyd put her foot down, she didn't 
wont any port of the noise, so it is said Mr. 
Lloyd bought a commercial bowling alley in 
the city so he would always hove on alley 
ready when he wonted it. Mrs. Lloyd is 
remembered as Mildred Davis the heroine of 
many of his films until she married him and 
retired. In "Haunted Spooks", a picture many 
film buffs ore familiar with, she looks much 
like Mary Pickford with curls. Indeed she was 
a friend of Mory Pickford's. At the house 
worming after the house was built Mory 
decided one wall in a hall leading from the 
music room to the main hall needed some­
thing special and she would go shopping for 
it. Recently when furnishings were appraised 
it was discovered Mary's gift was a Flemish 
T opes try currently worth about $30,000. 

As we circled through more gardens and 
up a path bock to the main house we stopped 
and houses of note on the surrounding hill­
sides were pointed out. The peak of the roof 
of Pickfoir, the home of Douglas Fairbanks 
and Mory Pickford is visible with Charlie 
Choplins' a little closer, then on o for hill we 
could see Valentino's home. In those days 
neighbors didn't crowd in on each other.

In the beginning there were many 
pioneers: the Frenchmen Lumiere 
and Melies plus the American Edison 
were among them. 

Compared to the films these men 
produced, the earlier magic lantern 
shows and shadow plays were undy­
namic, one dimensional and mun­
dane. 

In 1895 all that changed. That 
year French audiences were aston­
ished to see a train move toward the 
camera in a production by Lumiere. 

After Lumiere refused to sell 
Georges Melies a camera or explain 
how his worked, Melies set out to 
create one himself. 

Melies succeeded and used his 
machine as a showman's tool, em­
phasizing both movement and 
magic. He had grasped the fantastic 
possibilities of film. His sets, effects 
and techniques were remarkable 
achievements then . . . and today 
remain spectacular. 

Eventually Me lies produced 
4,000 or so films which did not 
merely record events . . . they told 
stories. 

In America the Edison Co. had 
begun making "pictures" using their 
Kinetoscope, a peephole contrap­
tion used in penny arcades. 

Edis.on director Edwin S. Porter, 
agreed with Melies that movies 
should tell .stories and so shot THE 
GREAT TRAIN ROBBERY, one of the 
classic "primitive" films. 

There were, of course, other film 
pioneers (Pathe, Lubin, Morrison, 
etc.)"which later filmmakers built on. 
But from 1895 to 1915, Lumiere, 
Melies and Edison's Porter were the 
most influential.
