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EDNA

. Immediately after leaving Key­
stone in 1915 Chaplin discovered 
Edna Purviance. Then nineteen 
years old, Miss Purviance was the 
leading lady in every film Chaplin 
made until 1923 with the excep­
tion of the solo One A.M. 
Although she plays many different 
characters in these thirty-five films 
- naive country girls, chamber­
maids, women of wealth - there 
is a consistency about her move­
ments and her relationship with 
the Tramp which makes all these 
portrayals variations on a single 
theme. 

A beautiful blond woman, Edna 
was slightly fleshy i" the physical 
style then fashionable. She is the 
"ornamental heroine" class of ac­
tress. Placid in her movements, 
most of her appearances focus ex­
clusively on Charlie's attentions to 
her, and her reactions to those at­
tentions. It is remarkable, in fact, 
how little she actually moves 
in these furiously paced films. 
Demure or mildly _annoyed when 
he flirts with her, she quickly be­
comes charmed and amused, and 
develops concern for his welfare. 
The reverse is true as well: though 
Charlie often flirts outrageously 
with Edna, he never kicks her in 
the rear as he did Mabel. 

For Edna in Chaplin's films is 
the feminine ideal, a vision of 
beauty. She provides the romantic 
center, and large portions of the 
films are devoted to scenes of 
their meeting, a virtual catalogue 
of flirtation and budding ro­
mance. Chaplin's ease with touch­
ing others in his films give these 
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scenes a warm and sensuous am­
biance, though we seldom see 
Charlie and Edna in anything like 
a passionate embrace. 

Chaplin's off-screen relation­
ship with Edna affected both the 
quality of and his personal feel­
ings towards their films together. 
The films which begin with them 
already in a relationship, A Day's 
Pleasure (1919) and Sunnyside 
(1919) are the weakest of Chap­
lin's late shorts, as The Fireman 
(1916), with Edna cast in an , 
atypical callous-flirt role, is the 
weakest of the Mutual shorts. In 
The Immigrant, on the other hand, 
the film ends with Chaplin and 
Edna getting married on a rainy 
day. Chaplin said this film 
"touched me more than any other 
film I made." 

By contrasting with Chaplin in 
her movements, light coloring, 
and comfortable, fleshy body, 
Edna provided a background 
which anchored his own perform­
ances physically as well as emo­
tionally. She brought great dig­
nity to her roles as well as a con­
centration on Chaplin which helps 
the audience focus on his more 
subtle movements, those intimate 
communications with the audience 
which from the beginning were 
the real subject of Chaplin's films. 

The combination of Eric Camp­
bell as antagonist and Edna as 
heroine helps give the Mutual 
films their peculiar inconographic 
quality, for Edna, like Eric, 
elevated her role to become a 
symbol of Chaplin's (and many 
other people's) ideal of woman­
hood: beautiful, placid, receptive. 
Though not a fashionable ideal 
today, there is enough integrity in 
the portrayal, enough human truth 

. to it, that it remains inoffensive to 

modern viewers, unlike similar 
portrayals by actresses of the 
period. The reason boils down to 
the relationship between Charlie 
and Edna, a relationship which 
seems so genuine that the films 
move effortlessly out of the 
"period piece" look so prominent 
in early films. Without self-con­
sciousness, Chaplin achieved a 
timelessness in the Mutual series 
due in no small pa_rt to Edna's 
performances. 

It is clear from Chaplin's Auto­
biography that he deeply loved 
Edna Purviance. He tried, though 
unsuccessfully, to launch her on 
an independent career with A 
Woman of Paris in 1923, his only 
venture into sophisticated drama. 
The audience simply could not 
accept lovable Edna as the mis­
tress of a Parisian playboy, and 
the film in fact ended her career. 
Chaplin, however, kept her on his 
studio payroll until her death in 
1958. Towards the close of his 
Autobiography he prints two 
of her last letters to him, admit­
ting that through all the years he 
never wrote to her. He says 
simply, 

Shortly . after I received 
this letter she died. And so 
the world grows young. And 
youth takes over. And we 
who have lived a little longer 
become a little more estrang­
ed as we journey on our 
way. 
Aside from his personal feel­

ings for Edna even after their off­
screen romance ended in 1918, in 
keeping her on his payroll Chaplin 
was undoubtedly acknowledging 
her crucial contribution to the 
films made during his most fertile 
and formative period.
