Released in the spring of 1919, Broken Blossoms, the last of D W Griffith's supreme-
ly great films, 1s as tender and sensitive a production as Intolerance and The Birth of a
Nation are spectacular, and Gnffith’s skill for using the camera to bare the hearts and
emotions of his characters 1s at the best in this story

For all its tenderness and exquisite romance, Broken Blossoms is an ugly story,
asking eloquently for understanding between people of different races and beliefs, and
deals mainly with three pnncipals—Lucy, the Child (Lilhan Gish), Battling Burrows,
her brutal father (Donald Crisp) and Cheng Huan, the Chink (Richard Barthelmess), who
hopes to bring to the people of London's Limehouse section the seremty of Eastern rehg-
1ous beliefs

Miss Gish gives an mspired and touching performance as Lucy, the street waif, who
3s constantly beaten by her coarse, sadistic father, a boxer After an especially savage
beating she stumbles out through the streets more dead than alive, toward her first
real encounter with the Chinese boy who has long worshipped her from afar The Chink
takes the urchin in and enthrones her in a private Oriental shrine above his shop, never
sdisclosing to her the real depths of his love Her father, informed by a low life acquaint-
ance of what has taken place, becomes enraged, invades the sanctuary while the Chinese
boy 1s away, ‘rescues’ his child, hauls her from a closet, and in a fit of drunken rage,
beats her to death. (Miss Gish's remarkable portrayal of terior and hysteria 1n this famous

. “closet scene’ 1s still pointed up by critics as one of her greatest) Barthelmess, arriving
lgo late te save Lucy, kills the father, and then, taking the body of his beloved back to
‘the only place where she has ever been happy, kneels by her side and stabs himself

Today the greatness of Broken Blossoms still weaves the same magic spell and sends
people away as uplifted (and yet terrified) as it did when first shown in The George M
Cohan Theater the evening of May 12, 1919—leaving the audience applauding it as a
tremendous success and critics proclaiming it ‘the perfect picture’

It 1s said that D W Griffith made Intolerance because
of the storm of controversy that had swirled around
The Birth of a Nation and that it was possible because
of his share of profits in that first monumental film
But while The Birth of a Nation was made for a few
tens of thousands of ‘dollars Intolerance cost almost &
million and Griffith ended up by buying out his un
bappy financial associates

Intolerance was a commercial failure perhaps be
cause 1t went into release only months before America
entered World War 1. and the country was preoccupied
with the war in Europe and in no mood to seriously
consider the philosophical and historical aspects of
intolerance—or perhaps because it just did not get
through to a large enough segment of the public Yet
Intolerance was an artistic success and has perhaps
grown in stature with the years. Certainly when all
of the tilms of Griffith are considered The Birth of
a Natioa and Intolerance stand at the top

During the years since Intolerance faded from theatre
screens it has been available only for restricted use on
rental from The Museum of Modern Art in New York
The Birth of a Nation. however. has continued in
distribution to both theatres and in the non theatrical
field Because Intolerance has been less in evidence
in recent ycars, our release of the subject in 8mm for
home and non-tbeatrical use has created an uncommon

ARDENNES-ALSACE CAMPAIGN

Things are all set for thorough coverage of
the 1964 Fourth of July Circus Parade m
Milwaukee 1 both 35mm. 2 x2° color shdes
and 8mm._movies Blackhawk will have a
crew of three photographers handling this
assignment and we're expecting to come
up with a result every bit as satisfactory
as our coverage of the parade of last year

This Milwaukee Circus Parade is now
developing into an annual event under the
joint sponsorship of the Circus World Mus-
eum at Baraboo, Wisconsin. and the Schlitz
Brewing Company of Milwaukee Each
years parade 1s not simply a duplication
of that of the previous year—additional
wagons and features that become avail-
able will be included annually

It 1s our hope that our new king size
shde set on this event will be ready about
August first It 1s bemng titled, Milwaukee
Circus Parade 1964 and carries our Black
hawk No 350 561 It will contain 100-slides
and sell for $999 Shipping weight will
run at 14 o0zs You may order now for
shipment as soon as the set 1s ready

The 8mm color movie of the event will
probably not be ready until about Septem-
ber first We are not just sure as to the
length into which 1t will edit but it will
be either 100-feet or 150-feet A definite
announcement as to length should be pos-
sible 1n our next bulletin

CONTINUING IMPROVEMENTS
IN 8mm.

We hope that here at Blackhawk we never
reach the point where we feel that the
quality we're able to achieve in either 8mm
movies or 2'x2” color shdes is the best
that can be had Certainly, at any period
of time, there are limitations mposed by
the technological progress achieved up to
then 1n the raw materials available for the
final product, but within these limitations
there 1s much that can be done to assure
getting the maximum in quality Inferior
quality today in color shde duplicates and
in 8mm. color motion picture prints is much
less attributeble to the color film stocks
available than to the actual methods and
techniques of printing, the quality of the
ecuipment and quality control in the
process

So, we take particular satisfaction in
each step of improvement we can make to
better the quality of the final product we
offer to you These steps have been quite
regular over the past several years, and
the most recent one 1s the installation of
a new black and white negative developing
machine by our laboratory that is giving us
8mm printing negatives that are far su-
perior to anything we have had previously
This quality improvement characteristic is
evident 1n the ‘“theatre quality sparkle of
the 8mm prints we are delwvering on Thrills
from the Lightrning Raider’ and Other
Pathe ClLiff Hangers’ and Steam on the
Reading 1930 announced in our Bulletin
No 146 and it prevails for all subjects
announced for the first time in this issue
of the Blackhawk Bulletin

The capital requirements to make all of
these proeressive steps possible have been
considerable for a company of our size but
we are determined to continue this program
of systematic omorovement to the fullest
extent of our ability This 1s. of course just
ore of the reasons why you always can
depend on Blackhawk for maximum 4n
quality!
