All he had to do was
say, “Caesar is Lord,” and offer a little bit of
incense to Caesar’s statue, and he would live.
Polycarp’s stalwart response: “Eighty-six
years | have served Christ, and He never did
me any wrong. How can | blaspheme my King
who saved me?” So he was taken to the place
of execution.
