ONE OF THE LEGENDS OF HOLLYWOOD: 

When Marion Morrison, a star tackle on the USC football team, ;,tarted Jugging 
furmture and arrang1'ng movie sets in the early thirties, no one would have guessed 
that the tall, broad-shouldered prop man would eventually become the biggest star in 
the Hollywood galaxy. When the young man, known as "Duke" to his friends, was 
finally signed to the Fox Studios, it was the executives there who renamed him John 

Wayne. 
After playing in a null)ber of "B" 

Westerns for Fox and Warners, Wayne 
moved on to new things at Republic 

Pictures. Nearly fifty years ago, John 
Wayne signed on to do a number of 
Westerns for Republic including the 

famed "Three Mesquiteers: series. By 
the end of the thirties

1 
John Wayne was 

proclaimed by the press as "the idol of 
Young America." With the 1940's 

came the second World War and 
a new film genre, the war epic. 

The Duke's first war movie 
was Flying Tigers, a high­

flying adventure, set in China 
before the bnset of WW II. 
Wayne would make four 
more war movies during the 
war. Ironically, ii wasn't until 
1947 that he made his best 
war movie, Sands of lwo 
Jima, which earned him 
an Oscar nomination. But, 
in 1947, not only did 
Wayne garner an academy 

nomination for Sands of 
lwo Jirna, he also starred in 

a half-dozen more films 
including the classic 

westerns, She Wore a Yellow 
Ribbon and Rio Grande.
