Abbott and Costello’s dialogue
routine "“Who's on First?'" is a
genuine American classic. But if
there was ever any doubt as to
their contribution to its success,
that was dispelled when Buddy
Hackett and Harvey Korman
recreated the routine in a tele-
vision biography of A&C last
year. All the charm of Bud and
Lou's rendition was missing:
Bud's nonchalant arrogance,
Lou’s wide-eyed frustration, and
their combined ability to make
you believe that they believed
what they were saying.

This "comic credibility’” was
Abbott and Costello’s stock in
trade, and while the characters
they played in countless movies
lacked the depth or warmth of,
say, Lourel and Hardy, they cer-
tainly succeeded in winning audi-
ence favor on their own terms.

When, in HOLD THAT GHOST,
Lou Costello is left alone in an
eerie room and strange sights
send him calling for his pariner,
“Oh, Chuck!" we relate to that
little-boy fear with laughter and
empathy. And when, in IN THE
NAVY, Bud Abbott actually suc
ceeds in persuading Lou to give
him “‘two tens for a five,”" he gets
away with the kind of petty lar-
ceny we'd all love to try if we only
had the nerve.

The major criticism Abbott and
Costello faced during their long
career was that they used jokes

i6haf were old as the hills. -This

by Leonard Maltin

they never denied. But they gave
these jokes new life, in a way that
scores of third-rate comedians
never could, and made a lot of
ancient material sound fresh.

Abbott and Costello’s training
ground was burlesque, at a time
when this American entertainment
medium spawned so much com-
edy talent. During their burlesque
career Bud and Lou not only per-
fected their split-second timing,
but committed to memory many of
the clossic comedy bits that would
become their principal resource
for years to come. ""Who's on
First?"' was a refinement of sev-
eral venerable burlesque routines;
most of their early films were well
stocked with other such skits and
set pieces.

In PARDON MY SARONG
there's a wonderful bit in which a
native girl takes Lou to the '‘tree
of truth" and explains that if he
tells a lie something will happen
to him. Lou reassures her, | never
tell any lies,”” at which point a co-
conut falls on his head. Every fib
that follows is accompanied by
another coconut, until he gets t&

telling a story about a traveling-

salesman and the farmer™s davgh-
ter. The native girl inAocently ini
quires what the salesman wanted
from the daughter. ‘‘He wanted a
glass of milk,"” Lou replies, and
is showered with coconuts in
response, :

After a time, A&C'’s prolific.out
put (fifteen films in five years)
caught up with them. They had

used up most of their classic rou-
tines, and both the studio writers
and moviegoing audiences were
tiring of the same old thing. A
search for something different led
first to splitting Bud and Lou —
within the framework of a story
— for LITTLE GIANT and the ex-
cellent fontasy THE TIME OF
THEIR LIVES.

Then in 1948, the duo got a
second start on their film careers
with the inspired creation of AB-
BOTT AND COSTELLO MEET
FRANKENSTEIN. The notion of
playing their comedy against a
horror-film backdrop was ideal,
and the execution (making full use
of Universal Pictures' expertise in
the horror genre) couldn't have
been  improved.  Audiences
reacted in much the same way as
Glenn Strange, who played the
Frankenstein monster — and who
spoiled many o '‘take’’ by burst-
ing info laughter at Lou Costello's
fright antics.

This film — and its many fol-
lowups — propelled Abbott and
Costello back to the top of the

pppul |ty polls they had domi-

‘nated'_in_fhe early 1940s, and

paved the way for Aelevision star-
dom several years/lated. | S
Today, film buffs and historians
argue about Abbott and Costel-
lo's place in movie history . . . but
audiences, young and old, «con-

finue to deliver their timeless ver-
dict, of loughier. What's funny

stays funny . . . and Abbott and
Costello will always be funny.

He
was barely two years old when his
mother was boasting about his acting.

A Blackhawk

In the beginning there were many
pioneers: the Frenchmen Lumiere
and Melies plus the American Edison
were among them.

Compared to the films these men
produced, the earlier magic lantern
shows and shadow plays were undy-
namic, one dimensional and mun-
dane.

In 1895 all thet changed. That
year French audiences were aston-
ished to see a train move toward the
camera in a production by Lumiere.

After Lumiere refused to sell
Georges Melies a camera or explain
how his worked, Melies set out to
create one himself.

Melies succeeded and used his
machine as a showman's tool, em-
phasizing both movement and
magic. He had grasped the fantastic
possibilities of film. His sets, effects
and tfechniques were remarkable

achievements then . . . and today
remain spectacular.
Eventually  Melies  produced

4,000 or so films which did not
merely record events . . . they told
stories.

In America the Edison Co. had
begun making *'pictures’’ using their
Kinetoscope, o peephole contrap-
tion used in penny arcades.

Edison director Edwin S. Porter,
agreed with Melies that movies
should tell stories and so shot THE
GREAT TRAIN ROBBERY, one of the
classic "'primitive’’ films.

There were, of course, other film
pioneers (Pathe, Lubin, Morrison,
etc.) which later filmmakers built on.
But from 1895 to 1915, Lumiere,
Melies and Edison's Porter were the
most influential.

ALIEN by Stu Levin

At a theatre near my home, a
moviegoer had just purchased a
large "'tub" of popcorn and returned
to the auditorium to continue watch-
ing "Alien."” As she settled into her
chair, she saw several players in the
motion picture gathered around the
prostrate figure of a man. Suddenly,
as the players leaned over the man,
his chest exploded, sending his in-
sides flying across the screen. The
rmoviegoer, startled by this unex-
pected occurrence, jumped up, toss-
ing popcorn tub, popcorn and salt
into the air, creating a snowfall effect
on the patrons in the several rows
around her. Another victory for Rid-
ley Scott's direction of ‘‘Alien."

Just before its national release, |
spent a wonderful day in Chicago,
seeing "'Alien"" and talking individu-
olly and collectively with Director
Scott and “'Alien" stars Tom Skerritt,
Sigorney Weaver and Veronica
Cartwright.
